6. A large number of the island is still covered with wild beautiful forests.
7. So are its animals, which you can admire in the island’s numerous parks: one of them – the east coast bird life and animal park.
8. There are a lot of different kinds of birds here including ducks and geese, which you are allowed to feed.
9. There are a lot of different kinds of small and bigger, free-roaming animals like kangaroos and Tasmania devils – Tasmania’s most famous animal.
10.Tasmanian devil is a marsupial, which lives only in Tasmania. It 
     owes its name to its voice which resembles a howl as well as its 
     aggressive and courageous determination in fighting even bigger 
     and stronger animals that itself.
