Text to presentation (slides)

1. The use of money. Trade is possible only if money is used as a medium of exchange. Without money, people would have to exchange certain goods and services directly for other goods and services.
2. Forms of money - gold and silver, paper bills, coins made of different metals.
3. Units of money (dollars, pounds, rubles, euros)
4. Three main uses: a medium of exchange, a unit of account, a store of wealth.
5. A medium of exchange – (мера стоимости) - the most important use, that is, something people will accept for their goods or services. Without a medium of exchange, people would have to trade their goods or services directly for other goods or services.
6. A unit of account – (средство платежа) - people state the price of          goods and services in terms of money. In the United States, people use dollars to specify price, just as they use hours to express time and miles   or kilometers to measure distance. 

7. A store of wealth – средство накопления - people can save money and then use it to buy in the future. Other stores of wealth are gold, jewels, paintings, real estate, and stocks.
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Say what the uses of money are in these situations:

1. You go shopping and buy a new CD.

2. Your parents open an account with the bank.

3. You see a price tag for jeans in the shop.

4. Ms. Tate buys a new collection of modern art.

5. You want to learn how to play the guitar and ask the teacher about the price for a lesson. 

6. You Mum always buys jewels – she is crazy about gold.

7. Your Dad doesn’t want to drive his car after the party; he calls the taxi and asks the driver about the price.

8. You save money on a bank account.

9. You are paid for your work.

10.  Bill gives money to charity.
