Liverpool gained worldwide attention during the 1960s with the appearance of a singing group, the Beatles, who had a distinctive local sound derived from the rhythm-and-blues musical style. This popular music was called the Mersey Beat, or Liverpool Sound. The Beatles made Liverpool the hub of the international world of popular music. This musical focus on the city had declined by the early 1980s, but folk culture in both music and verse re​mains a notable Liverpool cultural characteristic. Popu​lation (1986 estimate), 483,000.
