English language: time and motion study.

           In order to get best prepared for English at school and a second possessed language I have got many studies to take. Last year on my way up to the top I arranged  four presentation works to develop some skills: memorizing words and word combinations, lengthy texts; ability to listen and understand as well as to pick up relevant information. The rest of that show was devoted how the British spend their leisure time. There was a text for my partner. I grasped that working by myself is more fruitful.

           I can understand the main context and most details  of modern novels, plays, short stories. Being interested in trying to follow original texts of American and English writers, I’d chosen that descriptor. Working on the story “The one-million-pound bank-note” by M.Twain, I learnt the whole it by heart and presented to the class using some intonation of voice and picturing the main  characters on the blackboard. It was praiseworthy that I could tell such a lengthy story. There was another thing I threw doubt upon: the text itself was too easy, as far as I remember it was original. But whenever the opportunity presents itself, I’ll be searching for the true one. There is also an experience to determine easy and difficult texts.
