...Undoubtedly, we can say these words about languages of national minorities, are rare languages of people occupying our continent. About their history, a modern condition, struggle for a survival which is simultaneously a struggle for the cultural and linguistic variety Europe. In Europe from the Atlantic up to the Urals minority languages tends to carry their linguistic equality and using of their language at the same level with government. However, even when authorities support minorities of languages, it is a support; it frequently is insignificant or insufficient for their preservation and free development. As a result, some European languages appear on the verge of extinction and disappearance. The experience of public organizations and separate enthusiasts is more valuable.

   From 6 thousand languages of the world in following century approximately, half can pass in a category "dead". Technological achievements though enable people worldwide constantly and freely to communicate with each other, but for this dialogue the most widespread languages are used. The main one now is English. Linguists of the various countries call the governments to use their best efforts for the preservation of languages of minorities of people. Otherwise, they will be completely absorbed, for example, English, Arabian or Spanish by languages.

     The problem of extinction of languages in the modern world becomes actual nowadays when modern processes of globalization and integration of cultures become stronger and as the result, a basis for cultural development of language disappears.

              It is important to find a harmonious combination                       in dialogue of cultures when the former culture, which does not resist to integration, is kept.

    The basic aim of the given project is to show the opportunities of language, as treasuries of culture in conditions of new humanistic mentality. 

    Object: the process of communication between different cultures

   (2)The problem of disposal of present and future generations from disasters of war gets acquires a special urgency on a boundary of millennia.
It is necessary to make such changes for the decision of this problem in culture, which would implant idea of protection of the peace in minds and hearts of people. In other words, the main condition of maintenance of the piece in our planet is education of the person through the cultures of the world.(2)
  Because of this fact, the concept and the term «culture of the world» have not received a wide circulation yet; it is represented pertinent to warn readers and listeners against interpretation of this concept as «world culture ". Similar interpretation is quite natural, in fact familiarizing with culture of the world (world culture) naturally conducts to such condition of human consciousness, which is defined as “the culture of the world”. For the Russian-speaking audience perceiving as due concurrence on sounding of two words (the world - a condition opposite to war, and the world - a planet), the homonymy of two words has deep philosophical sense: our planet will not survive, if people, who live on, it will not refuse war.The Russians have suffered this idea during numerous wars of 20-th century.

  The Ideas of culture of the world are deeply conformable to spirit and historical traditions of Russia as the country, which has been an ally of other nationalities and as any other country has tested disasters of war.

   It is obvious only for this reason; the Russian Federation became the first country, which has put problems of creation of culture of the world.
  Refusing from idea of the war, it does not mean that person will be in the state of peace forever. The culture of the peace cannot appear automatically, unfortunately in condition of antiwar, because prefix “anti” is a struggle, conflict for speeding-up in people’s consciousness and to warn problems. It is necessary to bring up ideals of antiviolence, respectation to rights and freedom of the person, mutual understanding, tolerant relationships between nations and cultures.
  Language is the instrument of culture. It, forming its carrier, imposes to it the vision of the world incorporated in language, mentality, that is culture of the given people.

  To surprisingly short term, we send interethnic dialogue "this training was directed on concrete, clear purpose” the dialogue of cultures". However, this problem had not been stadyed and we could not carry on the dialogue yet...

            2.1.The Indo-Europea Family
                            of Languages. (8)
The most widely studied language family in the world is the Indo-European. There are a number of reasons for this: 

Many of the most important languages of the world are Indo-European. These languages are official or co-official in many countries and are important in academic, technical and world organizations. 

Examples: English, Spanish, French, German, Russian. 

Indeed, more than half the world's population speaks one or more of these languages either as a mother tongue or as a business language. 

Languages that is essential in multinational contexts or with large numbers of speakers. 

Examples: Portuguese, Hindi, German, Bengali. 

Some of the great classical languages of religion, culture and philosophy were Indo-European. 

Examples: Latin, Greek, Persian, Sanskrit, Pali. 

Languages that are scattered around the world as their speakers are part of Diasporas. 

Examples: Greek, Yiddish, Polish, Armenian, Romany, Kurdish, Italian, Punjabi, Gujarati. 

The Indo-European languages tend to be inflected (verbs and nouns have different endings depending on their part in a sentence). Some languages (English) have lost many of the inflections during their evolution. 

The Indo-European languages stretch from the Americas through Europe to North India. 

The Indo-European Family is thought to have originated in the forests north of the Black Sea (in what is now Ukraine) during the Neolithic period (about 7000BC). These people bagan to migrate between 3500BC and 2500BC, spreading west to Europe, south to the Mediterranean, north to Scandinavia, and east to India. 

The Indo-European Family is divided into twelve branches, ten of which contain existing languages. I will describe each of these branches separately. (Appendix 3)
  There are 11 branches in Indo-European family of languages. As you see, practically every branch has its own dead languages. There are 22 dead languages in this family.

    Dead languages number in the thousands and the subject opens entire new sets of classification and definitional problems. What is a "language," and what differentiates a dead language from dead dialect, dead argot, dead slang, dead grammar, or even single dead words? Is Latin truly "dead," or was Latin merely subsumed by Romance languages?

A handful of linguists say languages just die, as spoken Latin did, and then are reborn as French, Spanish and Italian. No big deal.

Latin did not die. It grew, it developed, it gradually split into French, Spanish, Italian, and the other Romance languages, and it is still with us under those guises.

For the student who wishes to understand the Romance languages, Latin is fundamental. Studying a Romance language without any knowledge of Latin is like building a house without a foundation. Likewise, knowledge of these "dead" civilizations, which have contributed so much to our modern way of life, is basic for the student of our social or cultural history. One does not start the study of the Civil War with Fort Sumter.

For an appreciation of much of the world’s music, art and literature, knowledge of classical mythology is indispensable. Mythological themes are numerous, and mythological allusions are innumerable. This leaves one other frequent question unanswered: why should not all these things be taught in courses of "classics in translation," eliminating the ordeal of learning the language itself? Some of it can be done this way, but not all of it. Poetry and humor are two very fragile substances that shatter when moved from one language to another. For example, two young lovers are behaving like amentes, not amantes. The first of these words means people out of their minds; the second means people in love. In English, the line falls flat, for we do not have two words, which can have these meanings by the change of a single letter.
"In my opinion, a classical education, of which Latin must necessarily be the core, is the very best preparation for a college course in the social sciences. It helps students to think, gives them a rich background, helps them to write good English and inculcates a sense of style... Furthermore, the knowledge of Latin has been one of my greatest pleasures in life. Horace is constantly at my bedside and the Aeneid always goes to sea with me."

	  The modern Romance languages—French, Spanish, Italian, Portuguese, and a few others—are all derived from Latin.

	   During the Middle Ages and the Renaissance, Latin was the universal language of learning. Even in modern English, many scholarly, technical, and legal terms, such as per se and habeas corpus, retain their Latin form.


          2.2. But can we state it “Death sentence”?

   "Death sentence" can bе translated as "capital punishment” and " the offer of death”. So, it сan bе interpreted two ways: оnе is punishment bу death and the other refers to "sentence” аs а language feature. So, it is possible to suppose that this project will bе about languages and will probably be connected with dying languages.

  A language dies only when the last person who speaks it dies. There is nothing unusual about a single language dying. Communities have come and gone throughout of history, taking their languages with them.

  But what is happening today is extraordinary. It is language extinction on a massive scale. According to the best estimates, there are now about half are going to die out during the next century. This means that, on average, there is a language dying out somewhere in the world every to weeks or so. Even a language with 100000 speakers is not necessarily safe. It will not die next week or next year; but there is no guarantee that it will still exist in a couple of generations’ time. Many things can kill a language, from natural disasters to cultural assimilation and genocide.  (1)
           3. Endangered language revitalization and revival.

        3.1.Native Languages of the America.
   Endangered Language Revitalization and Revival.
Many American Indian languages are undergoing something called "revival" or "revitalization." What exactly, is this?
    Well, to understand the terms "revival" and "revitalization," first you have to understand the current state of these languages. Linguists have a variety of grim-sounding terms for languages with few or no native speakers. A language, which has no native speakers (people who grew up speaking the language as a child), is called "dead" or "extinct." A language, which has no native speakers in the youngest generation, is called "moribund." A language that has very few native speakers is called "endangered" or "imperiled."
   Of the 800+ Amerindian languages, five hundred are endangered or worse. Most of the others are in Central and South America; in North America, only Navajo usage is increasing, and even the relatively "healthy" languages like Cherokee--spoken by 22,000 people are threatened by low percentages of children learning the languages.
   It is true that in the natural course of things, languages, like everything else, sometimes die. People choose, for a variety of valid social reasons, not to teach their children their own mother tongue. In the case of American Indian languages, however, the language drop-off has been artificially induced and precipitous, and just as with the human-caused endangered species crisis, it is worth doing something about it. Amerindian languages were deliberately destroyed, particularly in North America. In the earlier days of European contact, Indians were separated from their linguistic kin and resettled hundreds of miles away with individuals from other tribes who could not understand each other.
  Historically, this is the single most effective way to eliminate minority languages (for obvious reasons). Even as recently as the 50's, Indian children were being forcibly removed from non-English-speaking households and sent to boarding schools to be "socialized." They were routinely punished there for speaking their languages, and Indian-speaking parents began hiding their languages in hopes of keeping their children in their houses or at least making school life easier for them. The percentage of Cherokee children being raised bilingually fell from 75% to 5% during the US boarding-school-policy days. Other languages, with smaller user bases and no literary traditions like Cherokee's to buoy them, have died entirely. This was not a natural death. Existing linguistic communities do not normally lose their languages after losing a war, even after being conquered and colonized, the way immigrant groups do. The usual pattern is bilingualism, which may be stably maintained indefinitely (most West Africans have been raised bilingually ever since colonization there; so have many South American natives, where the linguistically destructive policies used by the US and Canada were never implemented. In Paraguay, for example, more than 90% of the population is bilingual in Spanish and Guarani, and has been for centuries.)(5)
    Now that the Amerindian languages of North America are in the precarious situation they are, though, simply leaving them alone will not cause their extinction trends to end. Once the majority of the young people in a community do not understand a language anymore, its usage declines rapidly. This is where language revival and language revitalization come in. Language revival is the resurrection of a "dead" language, one with no existing native speakers.       Language revitalization is the rescue of a "dying" language. There has only been one successful instance to date of a complete language revival, creating a new generation of native speakers without even one living native speaker to help. (That instance was the reincarnation of Hebrew in modern Israel, and there were many extenuating circumstances associated with it.) However, there have been successful partial revivals--where a no-longer-spoken language has been revived as a second language sufficiently for religious, cultural, and literary purposes. There have also been successful language revitalizations, where languages in decline have recovered. It may sound silly and New Agey to say that the prestige of a language and the self-esteem of its speakers plays a pivotal role in revitalization, but it has been proven repeatedly. Navajo, for instance, was in steep decline until the 40's, when the language, once deemed worthless, was used by the Navajo Code Talkers to stymie the Germans and Japanese in World War II. With Navajo's validity as a real, complex, and useful language suddenly nationally acknowledged, its usage shot up, and today this language, once on the brink of extinction, is in good health. 
By inspiring the younger generations to take an interest and pride in their ancestral languages, and by providing the means for them to learn it (something we hope this website can help contribute towards,) it is possible to reverse downward linguistic trends. The true revival of a "dead" language is something I am more reluctant to raise hopes about, but to revive such a language enough for children to have access to traditional literature, to use it for cultural and religious purposes, even to speak it as a second language in limited fashion? Certainly! Kids can learn Klingon or Tolkien's Elvish if it suits them, and they can just as easily learn Miami or Siuslaw. Latin, the most famously "dead" language of all, is learned by millions of schoolchildren well enough that they can read Virgil (or snigger over Catullus), and is used liturgically by Catholics worldwide. It may be true that once a language is dead it is dead forever, but some kinds of dead are clearly preferable to others. If the lost languages of the Americas can all be as dead as Latin, then, well, as we say in my own successfully revived ancestral language: dayenu that would be enough.
            3.2. The threat of language extinction in Siberia.

  MANSI ("person"), voguls, the-name of people of the Russian Federation, indigenous population of Hunty-Mancyisk's autonomous region in the Tyumen Region (in  the river Ob, mainly on its left inflows - Konda, Northern Sosva, etc.). Nearby 100 persons live in Sverdlovsk District. Number in Russia is 8,3 thousands person, from them in our district there lives over 6,5 thousand person. They are related to Khunts with which they are united under the name "ob's ugry". Over 60 % Mansi consider Russian as the native language.

  KHANTS, hunt, hunde, kantek ("person")-people of the Russian Federation (22,3 thousands person) .They live across Ob, Irtysh and their inflows in in Hunts-Manciysky's autonomous district (11,9 thousands person), Yamalo-Nenets autonomous district (7,2 thousand person) and Aleksandrovsk areas Kargasokskom of Tomsk area (804 persons).
  The general number-(22,5 thousand person) .They are speaking   language of a Ugrian subgroup of Finno-Ugric group of the Ural language family. There are 38,5 % of Khants consider Russian as the native language.(5) 

  In Russia, according to different estimates, from 40 to 60 nationalities are minorities of North Siberia and the Far East of the Russian Federation. The results of census of 2002 show their total number makes about 250 thousand people (a gain of about 17 % in comparison with 1989). 
   The attitude of minorities in North is the actual problem of language assimilation is. The Soviet censuses showed that the minorities of North traditional languages there are really subjects to process of replacement by dominating languages, firstly, by Russian. From results of the 1989  census it is known, that on the average language assimilation is not less than 35 % - the share of those natives who does not know language of the nationality is those or does not recognize as its "native language". Real scales of assimilation are even more, as census, by virtue of the limited opportunities, cannot find out a degree of the language competence of the population. At some groups as, for example, at Itelmens, Nivhs,       Oroch loss of language has already occurred or has reached greater sizes. 
   The aboriginals of the North are losing their skills of traditional housekeeping forgets the culture, a life and language. Even crossing to city, desire to find the partner in marriage from persons of not minority’s nationality, can lead to isolation from tribal community that leads to loss of language. Because of a high share of missed marriages at Saam (it makes 80-90 %), and at Ket, Nganasan, Selcup, Avenc, Mansi representatives of these people forget their native language. Therefore, with 1959 on 1989 relative density of people of the North considering native language of the nationality has decreased with 75, 9 to 52, 3 %. Business with studying the native language at nomadic people – Itelmens, Nanaians, Negil, Oroch, Nivh, Udegei, Ulch. The students acting on faculty of people of the Far North of the Russian state pedagogical university, in 94 % of cases do not own the native language. Moreover, in fact the future teachers who are to keep culture of ancestors, to transfer language relay race to the future generations. 

A person, who loses the language, ceases to be independent ethnos. That is why we need to improve the system of national education of people of the Far North, first of all nomadic. Moreover, these schools should give not only initial knowledge of the world, but also transfer experience of traditional managing of the older generations without which studying the native language, in fact, is impossible. So, in Nenets language up to 30 terms types of snow exist. In Russian, there is no terminology for the traditional trade of reindeer breeding, trade facilities in conditions of the Far North. 

                       The Example of the given problem.
  Lukashkin Yar, Russia. Lubov’ Parnuk has passed thousand of miles along the frozen bogs to ask the old woman to sing for her, but the sun already sat down, and the film in a Dictaphone at the philologist was still empty. The frozen driver of a snowmobile, who has brought her here, was angry. "Well please, - asked Luba, - only one song ". Near to it in the thrown log 71-years Elizabeth Sigiletova, hut one of few nowadays-living carriers of rare hunt’s dialect practically superseded by the Slavic majority sat. From the school she has been forced to speak Russian, and now granny hardly recollects the native language. At last, touching the ends of a scarf, she starts singing: " Auml-kel uaiyah kimlen semkan lalten pa kit’ kaskin ninet". "The eagle owl with sad eyes sings that all of the man and women send away ". Parnuk joyfully writes down new words and asks the mistress to sing some more songs. It was presented achievement for 22-years for the post-graduate student, who has overcome long road and taiga’s bad weather to have time to write down little-known languages before they will die out. 
   Students of Tomsk’s pedagogical university are concerned by global epidemic: according by estimations of linguists, two-thirds from 6500 languages existing now will disappear in this century. The global culture and economy promote allocation of several dominating languages. There is no time the Siberian woods was on crossing of ways of migrating tribes from the Stone Age, were disclosed by songs and legends of saams, karelians, veps, maris and tens other tribes. The isolated position helped them to keep cultural traditions during centuries, but russification of Siberia last 50 years has led to that, last generations of carriers more than 30 languages now are in process of extinction. Much, even among aboriginals of Siberia, attempt to keep local dialects are represented vain. But each time when any language dies, with it the culture, religious experience, medical knowledge together dies. Linguists regret for disappearance of languages Pongiong (in Nepal), Arabama (in Australia), and bottom-Germany’s dialects. 
 «In two years it will be late ", - speaks Parnuk, sitting for a cup of tea on kitchen in the house of hunt’s family. (7) 
  Khant’s language concerns to Finno-Ugric group – Khants have been connected with Finns, Estonians and Hungarians. Some linguists find out also parallels between them and indigenous population of America. During centuries hunts, lived on Ob, were engaged in fishing and hunting. They did not have an alphabet, but there was a set of legends about mammoths, shaman and pagan gods. For the bears borrowing in a life of hunts the big place, in their language there is a separate dictionary, with various names of this animal. “Ih" by this word hunt’s hunters named a bear; "pupy" -so speak about a bear by the women; kaky" - a caressing nickname of the bear, meaning "brother"; "vorong ku " - a bear in the meaning " the wood person". 
  In XVIII century in Siberia, there were Christian preachers from Russia. There was a revolution, which has caused new changes. Children of Khunts have been sent in boarding schools, adults - in collective farms where they have been forced to speak Russian. When in Siberia in 1960-th years have found out oil, millions Russian workers have captivated the groundsof Khunts, steel to work in there chinks and to build the cities. Demoralized hunts either have adapted and assimilated, or got drunk. 

  (7)"Some people speak, that we were illiterate, were not able to read and write. Well, Russian have brought to us culture, literacy, formation, but they have destroyed our traditions ", - Claudia Demko, the active worker speaks; she had organized the stream of Khants, and organized research trip of Luba Parnuk. 

  In a place with the population only 600 person where temperature is the minus 40 on Celsius, Parnuk goes from the house to the house by a snowmobile. It has found out all three carriers of a local dialect. They have helped it to make corrections to its records and have told set of legends. Having drunk tea, she sends to other elderly informant, the former oilman with which last time she has had vast conversation. This time he is into smithereens drunk, and, having understood what to talk to it is useless, Luba leaves to it a package with meal and leaves his place. Linguists from Tomsk expect to finish work above the dictionary of hunt’s dialect by 2008. Claudia Demko suggests collecting money for the edition of the dictionary by local Khants. "All of us are counting on Luba ", - she speaks. But even it sees, that young Khants, including Claudia’s nephew (he is the programmer by a trade) are interested in English language, than Khant’s much more. Lubov Parnuk speaking Khant’s language better, than many from its informants, does not feed illusions in occasion of value of the work. It doubts that the dying out dialect can be restored. However, she adds, that hunts have the amazing belief in an opportunity of updating distinguishes. " When they bury somebody put in a tomb the broken things, - she tells, - They trust, that in a following life all the broken things again will become the whole "

   "Russia opens many doors and for studying too. But your native language and traditions are your roots. If you lose them, you will lose yourself ". (Olga Kurtugashova the carrier of the Altay language)

    Millions radical Siberians have been compelled to move in the cities and as their former settlements disappeared under a wheel positions, their communications with ancestors, usually nomadic hunters or cattle breeders collapsed. 
   "Many people were lost in the Second world war, and that who has returned, authorities have told, that our villages will not survive. They have closed them, people have been moved and dissolved in the Russian society, - Vladimir Danilov tells- during generations we grew up cattle, and in cities, we became cleaners and yard keepers and have started to drink. Our spirit has been destroyed, and we have broken laws of our ancestors, having left their tombs unprotected ".
   In Biisk, nearby to border of Altay territory with wilder republic Altai, 76-years Danilov listens, as some teenagers hardly speak on the native language. They speak, to keep it, but it is seldom used at home, in fact, now mainly Russian occupies the region, and last shaman has died several decades ago.

From the Central Asia up to the Far North and the Far East, radical people hardly can be kept on the native ground. 
  The government wishes to move hundred thousand people from remote regions in country towns and to cease to spend poor resources for inhospitable regions to which Soviet Union has come in search of oil and metals.

  In Altay territory where the Siberian woods pass in arable lands and low hills, the Soviet authority has practically achieved the The Altay language dies out, and century beliefs and traditions by next decade can disappear. 
   But, as the road climbs up the south to republic Altai, something comes to life. At springs, hanged out pieces and coins the gifts to kind spirits are scattered. On plains high-cheekboned mongol-vide persons are more, than Russians are, and Turkic speech muffles the language brought by imperial armies…
         What has already been done? (7)
In 1995, the General assembly of the United Nations has declared the beginning of decade of radical nations of the world. Northern territories of the world are «pantries of the relic cultures lost by our civilization of technocratic type ". To keep experience of the traditional managing, sparing wildlife management and cultural traditions of national minorities - means to transfer our great-grandsons experience of a survival in extreme conditions of environment. In harmonious commonwealth of people of various cultures among themselves and with the nature, the generation of XXI century also will grow. Financial and power crises have shown that without the help of the state to people of the Russian North at transition to market attitudes are not to survival. On the other hand, the indigenous population of the North should not exist only due to constant state budgetary grants. The decision of a problem lays in the mechanism of transition of traditional branches of managing minorities offered by authors on a way of self-support and self-development. It is obvious, that without assistance of the federal authorities this hard problem of North minorities will not be solved.
  It proves an importance of preservation national to tradition and customs, the important elements of national culture, not the admission of intervention in culture of people for existence of separate independent people.
  There is a position of representatives of northern people, engaged reindeer breeding. This branch is an economic-cultural phenomenon and a way of life of many northerners. Constant intervention of authority during a life of traditional communities does not lead to improvement of a situation. Industrial development of territories where live small people of the North, has led to degradation and reduction deer’s pastures. Because of industrial development of the grounds the thin fertile layer of ground is destroyed, there is sand on which the moss does not grow, and deers starve to death. Except for a natural feed, today deers are deprived also pure sources of water.
  The Russian North person borrows two thirds of territory of the country with the population of 11 million. From them only 200 thousand person concern to 30 language minorities, 3/4 from which live in a countryside.The market reforms painfully struck them, which have deprived their habitual centralized supply and selling of made production through system of Consumption,barter through trading stations, collective farms. During Soviet had been made a lot of measures for preservation  of North minorities - many blessings of a civilization send in addition up to urts, living conditions have been improved, the transport infrastructure, the system of health services and school education, including through boarding schools had been created. Many people have received writing, books and textbooks have been printed on national languages, there was a national intelligence. The indicator of well-being became an increase in population; the factor of birth rate has exceeded average across the USSR. On the other hand, such system of trusteeship has generated at northerners minorities feeling of dependence, confidence that all problems should solve the federal authorities. 
We also should bring up in child’s character tolerant communication with other nations. We are to understand that each foreign person has moved in Russia in order to stay between kind, generous and hospitable people, to learn about our history, traditions, and characters.(8)
                    Conclusion:

The main reasons of language disappearance:

· Absence of genetic protection at people of the North from many infectious diseases, which proceed at them much more hard, than usually, because of centuries-old isolation;

Appendix 3: The Indo-European Family of Languages.

The Celtic Branch

This is now the smallest branch. The languages originated in Central Europe and once dominated Western Europe (around 400BC). The people migrated across to the British Isles over 2000 years ago. Later, when the Germanic speaking Anglo Saxons arrived, the Celtic speakers were pushed into Wales (Welsh), Ireland (Irish Gaelic) and Scotland (Scottish Gaelic). 

One group of Celts moved back to France. Their language became Breton spoken in the Brittany region of France. Breton is closer to Welsh than to French. 

Other Celtic languages have become extinct. These include Cornish (Cornwall in England), Gaulish (France), Cumbrian (Wales), Manx (Isle of Man), Pictish (Scotland) and Galatian (spoken in Anatolia by the Galatians mentioned in the Christian New Testament). 

Welsh has the word order Verb-Subject-Object in a sentence. Irish has the third oldest literature in Europe (after Greek and Latin). 

The Germanic Branch

These languages originate from Old Norse and Saxon. Due to the influence of early Christian missionaries, the vast majority of the Celtic and Germanic languages use the Latin Alphabet. 

They include English, the second most spoken language in the world, the most widespread, the language of technology, and the language with the largest vocabulary. A useful language to have as your mother tongue. 

Dutch and German are the closest major languages related to English. An even closer relative is Frisian. 

Flemish and Afrikaans are varieties of Dutch while Yiddish is a variety of German. Yiddish is written using the Hebrew script. 

Three of the four (mainland) Scandinavian languages belong to this branch: (Danish, Norwegian, and Swedish). Swedish has tones, unusual in European languages. The fourth Scandinavian language, Finnish, belongs to a different family. 

Icelandic is the least changed of the Germanic Languages - being close to Old Norse. Another old language is Faroese. 

Gothic (Central Europe), Frankish (France), Lombardo (Danube region), Visigoth (Iberian Peninsula) and Vandal (North Africa) are extinct languages from this branch. 

German has a system of four cases and three genders for its nouns. Case is the property where a noun takes a different ending depending on its role in a sentence. An example in English would be the forms: lady, lady's, ladies and ladies'. The genders are masculine, feminine and neuter. German has three dialects spoken in northern Germany, southern Germany and Austria, and a very different form spoken in Switzerland. 

English has lost gender and case. Only a few words form their plurals like German (ox, oxen and child, children). Most now add an s, having been influenced by Norman French. 

The Latin Branch

Also called the Italic or Romance Languages. 

These languages are all derived from Latin. Latin is one of the most important classical languages. Many languages of the world use its alphabet (derived from the Greek alphabet). Latin was long used by the scientific establishment and the Catholic Church as their means of communication. 

Italian and Portuguese are the closest modern major languages to Latin. Arabic and Basque have influenced Spanish. French has moved farthest from Latin in pronunciation, only its spelling gives a clue to its origins. French has many Germanic and Celtic influences. Romanian has picked up Slavic influences because it is a Latin Language surrounded by a sea of Slavic speakers. Portuguese and Spanish have been separate for over 1000 years. The most widely spoken of these languages is Spanish. Apart from Spain, it is spoken in most of Latin America (apart from Portuguese speaking Brazil, and a few small countries like Belize and Guyana). 

Romansh is a minority language in Switzerland. Ladino was the language spoken by Spain's Jewish population when they were expelled in 1492. Most of them now live in Turkey and Israel. Provincial and Catalan are closely related languages spoken in the south of France and the northeast of Spain, respectively. 

Note that Basque (spoken in parts of Spain and France) is not an Indo-European language - in fact, it is totally unrelated to any other language of the world. 

Galician is a Portuguese dialect with Celtic influences spoken in the north west of Spain. Finally, Moldavian is a dialect of Romanian spoken in the Moldova. Under the Soviets, the Moldavians had to use the Cyrillic alphabet. Now they have reverted to the Latin alphabet. 

Apart from Latin, other extinct languages include Dalmatian, Oscan, Faliscan, Sabine and Umbrian. 

Latin had three genders and at least six cases for its nouns and a Subject-Object-Verb sentence structure. Most modern Romance languages have only two genders, no cases and a Subject-Verb-Object structure. 

The Slavic Branch

These languages are confined to Eastern Europe. 

In general, the Catholic peoples use the Latin alphabet while the Orthodox uses the Cyrillic alphabet, which is derived from the Greek. Indeed some of the languages are very similar differing only in the script used (Croatian and Serbian are virtually the same language). 

One of the oldest of these languages is Bulgarian. The most important is Russian. Others include Polish, Kashubian (spoken in parts of Poland), Sorbian (spoken in parts of eastern Germany), Czech, Slovak, Slovene, Macedonian, Bosnian, Ukrainian and Byelorussian. 

The Slavic languages are famed for their consonant clusters and large number of cases for nouns (up to seven). Macedonian has three definite articles indicating distance; all are suffixes: VOL (ox), VOLOT (the ox), VOLOV (the ox here), and VOLON (the ox there). 

The Baltic Branch

Three Baltic states but only two Baltic Languages (Estonian is related to Finnish). 

Lithuanian is one of the oldest of the Indo-European languages. Its study is important in determining the origins and evolution of the family. Lithuanian and Latvian both use the Latin script and have tones. Lithuanian has three numbers: singular, dual and plural. 

Prussian is an extinct language from this branch 

The Hellenic Branch

The only extant language in this branch is Modern Greek. 

Greek is one of the oldest Indo-European languages. Mycenaean dates from 1300BC. The Ancient Greek of Homer was written from around 700BC. The major forms were Doric (Sparta), Ionic (Cos), Aeolic (Lesbos), and Attic (Athens). The latter is Classical Greek. 

The New Testament of the Christian Bible was written in a form of 1st Century AD Greek called Koine. This developed into the Greek of the Byzantine Empire. Modern Greek has developed from this. 

Greek has three genders and four cases for nouns but no form of the verb infinitive. The language has its own script, derived from Phoenician with the addition of symbols for vowels. It is one of the oldest alphabets in the world and has led to the Latin and Cyrillic alphabets. The Greek Alphabet is still used in science and mathematics. 

Until the 1970s, Greek was a Diglossic language. This means that there were two forms: Katharevoussa used in official documents and news broadcasts and Demotic used in common speech. 

The Greek spoken in Cyprus includes many Turkish, Arabic and Venetian words and has a different pronunciation to the official Greek of Greece. 

The Illyric Branch

Another single language branch. Only Albanian (called Shqip by its speakers) belongs to this branch. It has been written in the Latin script since 1909; this replaced the Arabic script. Albanian has many avoidance words. Instead of saying wolf, the phrase may God close its mouth is used. The definite article is shown by a suffix: BUK (bread) BUKA (the bread). Many noun plurals are irregular. 

There are two dialects that have been diverging for 1000 years. They are mostly mutually intelligible. Geg is spoken in the north of Albania and Kosovo (Kosova). Tosk is spoken in southern Albania and north west Greece. 

Dacian (or Daco-Mysian) and Illyrian are extinct languages from this branch. 

The Anatolian Branch

This branch includes the language of the Hittite civilisation, which once ruled central Anatolia, fought the Ancient Egyptians and was mentioned in the Christain Bible's Old Testament. Other languages were Lydian (spoken by a people who ruled the south coast of Anatolia), Lycian (spoken by a Hellenic culture along the western coastal regions), Luwian (spoken in ancient Troy) and Palaic. 

All languages in this branch are extinct. 

The Thracian Branch

A single modern language, Armenian, represents this branch. It has its own script. 

Armenian is spoken in Armenia and Nagorno-Karabakh (an enclave in Azerbaijan). The language is rich in consonants and has borrowed much of its vocabulary from Farsi (Iranian). Nouns have 7 cases and the past tense of verbs take an E prefix like Greek. 

Two extinct languages from this branch are Thracian (spoken by Spartacus) and Phrygian (spoken in ancient Troy). 

The Iranian Branch

These languages are descended from Ancient Persian, the literary language of the Persian Empire and one of the great classical languages. 

The main language of this branch is Farsi (also called Iranian and Persian), the main language of Iran and much of Afghanistan. Kurdish is a close relation. Kurdish is spoken in Turkey, Syria, Iran and Iraq by the Kurds. It is the second largest of the Iranian languages after Farsi. In Turkey it was banned until recently. 

Pashto (also called Pushtu or Pakhto) is spoken in Afghanistan and parts of North West Pakistan. Baluchi is spoken in the desert regions between Iran, Afganistan and Pakistan. These languages are written in the Nastaliq script, a derivative of Arabic writing. It is interesting that you cannot tell which family a language belongs to by the way it is written. 

Ossetian is found in the Caucasus Mountains, north of Georgia. Tadzhik is a close relative of Farsi, written in Cyrillic and spoken in Tadzhikistan (of the former USSR) as well as northern Afghanistan. 

Avestan is the extinct language of the Zoroastrian religion. Scythian is an extinct language of a warrior people who once lived north of the Black Sea. 

The Indic Branch

This branch has the most languages. Most are found in North India. They are derived from Sanskrit (the classical language of Hinduism dating from 1000BC). This gave rise to Pali (the language of Buddhism), Ardhamagadhi (the language of Jainism) and the ancestors of the modern North Indian languages. 

Of the modern North Indian languages, Hindi and Urdu are very similar but differ in the script. The Hindi speakers are Hindus and use the Sanskrit writing system called Devanagari (writing of the Gods). The Muslims so uses the Arabic Nastaliq script speak Urdu. These two languages are found in north and central India and Pakistan. Nepali is closely related to Hindi. 

                 Hindi

In India, most of the states have their own language. These languages use either Devanagari script or a derivation (if the people are Hindus) or the Arabic Nastaliq script (if the people are Muslims). 

Bengali (West Bengal as well as Bangladesh), Bhili (Central India), Oriya (in Orissa), Marathi (in Maharashtra), Assamese (in Assam), Punjabi and Lahnda (from the Punjab), Maithili and Maghadi (from Bihar), Kashmiri (Kashmir - written mainly in Nastaliq), Sindhi (the Pakistan province of Sindh - also written in Nastaliq), Gujarati (Gujarat in western India), Konkani (in Goa, an ex Portuguese colony, uses the Latin script), Sinhalese (Sri Lanka - uses its own script derived from Pali), Maldivian (Maldives - with its own script based on Arabic).
