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Newton Who Surpassed All Men of Science.
Newton was born on the 25th of December, 1642, at the little village of Woolsthorpe. His father was a farmer and had died before Newton was born. His mother was a clever woman for whom Newton retained a great love all his life. His family was poor. At first the boy went to a village school. At the age of 12 he studied in the town of Grantham. The headmaster of the school noticed a talented boy and advised his mother to send Isaac to Cambridge University.

 He studied Mathematics and Physics at Cambridge where he took his degree. Then he worked hard at Cambridge University. Newton was curious and made a lot of experiments in different spheres: mathematics, physics, astronomy, chemistry and so on.
He was so genius that at the age of 22 he discovered the law of gravitation and nature of white light, the law of motion of planets. He (Newton) published his scientific works in the book “The Elements”. He became the member of London Royal Academy for designing the telescope. Later he was elected the president of Academy. Newton was a quiet man, he had few friends. He spent a lot of time on his experiments. He admired unusual things in nature. Newton was a great experimenter. He liked scientific discoveries. Newton died at the age of 84. He was buried in Westminster Abbey.
