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Australia is a continent in southern hemisphere. It’s area is about 7 614,5 ml.km2.

East coast of Australia is washed by Pacific Ocean and northern, southern, western coasts by Indian oceans. The island Guinea and Tasmania are situated near Australia. 

The highest point of Australia is Mount Kosciusko; and the lowest point is Lake Eyre. The congest river in Australia is Darling, the deepest lake is Torrens. The biggest island is New Guinea, the highest waterfall is Sater land, and the biggest desert is Big Send.
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The biggest part of Australia lies in tropical, northern in subequatorial breathes and southwestern part in subtropics/ the temperature in July is from 12 to 20 °C, in January from 20 to 30°C and more. The number of deposits in one year is from 1500 to 300-250mm. In desert regions there are salty lakes - Air, Torrens. Near in the center of Australia is Big Send Desert.
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Australia was discovered in 1606 by the Dutch Janzsoon and was named “Southern Land”. It’s the smallest continent but the biggest country in the world.

The Aborigines arrived here about 12 000 years ago. They didn’t have metal or pottery, but they had rich forms of art, poetry and my theology and languages. They also had system of trade. 

In 1770 James Cook landed in Australia and declared that it belonged to Britain. In 1850 Europeans discovered “Gold” 

Today Australia is modern, industrial country independent from Britain. It’s the biggest producer of wool.
