Edward Lear (12 May 1812 – 29 January 1888) was an artist, illustrator and writer known for his nonsensical poetry and his limericks. He was born in Highgate, a suburb of London, the 20th child of his parents and was raised by his eldest sister, Ann, twenty-one years his senior. His father has gone bankrupt and the family has plunged into poverty. At the age of fifteen, he and his sister had to leave the family home and set up house together. He started work as a serious illustrator and his first publication, at the age of 19, was Illustrations of the Family of Psittacidae, or Parrots in 1830. His paintings were well received. Lear briefly gave drawing lessons to Queen Victoria.

In 1846 he published A Book of Nonsense, a volume of limericks which went through three editions and helped popularise the form.
He did not keep good health. From the age of seven he suffered frequent grand mal epileptic seizures, as well as bronchitis, asthma, and in later life, partial blindness. To the end of his days he hated his huge nose, and, probably, substantially because of it he was never married. Health did not allow him to live in wet climate, and Lear was compelled to leave England. From the age of nineteen until the time of his death he travelled round the world.

Subtract nineteen from seventy six, and you will find out, that Lear, at least, did not stay anywhere longer, than for a year. Basically he travelled alone. Few friends, partners and casual fellow travellers, disappeared from his life, one after another. He took out portraits of the dead friends from frameworks and moved them to a bedroom. The walls of his drawing room were full of empty frameworks.

 A soul, who has been living near Lear for the whole ten years, accompanying him everywhere and supporting him in everything, was Foss. Lear outlived his cat for two months. He was seventy six. It probably means to "to die together ". [5]
