 ANCIENT HISTORY OF KHAKASIA      .
Khakasia is a unique place in the south of Eastern Siberia combining historical monuments with riches and beauties of nature.

The centuries-old human activity in the Khakasia-Minusinsk basin has created an original historical and cultural landscape that includes archaeological and historical objects. For more than 40000 years it has been exposed to human activities. One can see many caves dating back to that period, some of which were used as camps of ancient people.
Khakasia has a long and eventful history. People began to live in the territory of Khakasia 3 thousand years before our era. Their life was very primitive and hard, but they could use fire.
The ancient Khakas state was founded in the 6-th century of our era. The Khakas state was very big. It was one of the biggest states in Siberia at that time. The Khakas state occupied a very big territory - from the Irtysh in the west to the Amur in the east.
The population of ancient Khakasia was divided into classes. There were rich people and poor people in the Khakas state.
Ancient Khakasia was the land of highly developed culture. The working people in the ancient times could make many different things: weapons, all kinds of tools, plates, decorations, and so on.

The ancient Khakas alphabet was developed in the 6-th century. The people who lived in Khakasia had their original system of writing. It is interesting to know that not only rich people could read and write. Poor people could read and write, too.
In the 13-th century the Khakas state was conquered by the Mongols. The territory of Khakasia was occupied by the Mongolian Army of Genghis Khan. Many Khakas soldiers were killed in the battles against the Mongolian Army.
At the beginning of the 18th century, Khakasia joined Russia.
In the 19-th century, the territory of Khakasia was divided into two parts. The first part was located in the Minusinsk Okrug of the Yeniseisk Gubernia, the other part was located in the Achinsk Okrug of the same Gubernia.

At the end of the 19th century, many Russian and Ukrainian peasants came to Khakasia from different parts of Russia and the Ukraine.
Before the October revolution, only 3 per cent of the native population could read and write. The Khakas language had no modern alphabet, though the Khakas culture was famous for its rich folklore traditions.

The Khakassian flag is based on the Russian tricolour of white-blue-red. At the hoist is a green vertical stripe with a circular emblem (which also appears on the coat of arms). I suppose the hoist stripe derives from the Khakass ethnical flag, as it shows the same device and colors. The meaning would also be obvious, since the republic's flag adds an extensive russian tricolor to the Khakass emblem.

 In 1994 the sun was changed, and is now yellow, but lined white, not green [as in ethnical flag].

On June 6th, 1992, the Flag Law was adopted by the Supreme Soviet of the Republic. The flag was: three horizontal stripes — white, blue, red; black-white solar sign on the green vertical stripe near the hoist. On December 23rd, 1993 the Law No 29 changed the colours of the solar sign from black and white to golden and white.


Unofficial flag of the Khakass




 

This is the National Flag of the Khakassian People, i.e. ehtnically the Khakass. The symbol is yellow on green and the 2nd and 4th rings from the center are green.


The field is green because, according to an Arab writer who visited the Kyrgyz Empire (located where Khakasiya is now) in the Middle Ages, that people had green flags (although they were not and have never been Muslims). Green is also a traditional color in Siberia, associated with forests.

. The sun is divided into three parts because it travels along its orbit in the sky, shines above the earth and visits the underworld during the night.

The sun-symbol is repeated on the emblem of the Khakas Republic, along with the sleeping snow-panther (| спящий барс in Russian), a symbol found on a wonderful object of Scytho-Syberian art in a burying mound of the Altay Region in Southern Siberia

The new arms are in use since 1.1.2002 (adopted in 2001). Author of drawing Alexander Kotozhekov.
