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Введение
Главной задачей обучения иностранным языкам на завершающем этапе обучения по-прежнему остается коммуникативный подход к овладению всеми аспектами иноязычной культуры. Однако, в свете последних изменений по проведению итоговой аттестации учащихся (введение Единого Государственного Экзамена по английскому языку на Камчатке), следует обратить внимание на подготовку учащихся к тестовой форме выполнения заданий. ЕГЭ по английскому языку охватывает контроль аудирования, чтения (включая комплексные лексико-грамматические задания), письменной и устной речи. На момент перехода в 11 класс все эти виды речевой деятельности уже сформированы, и теперь остается лишь систематизировать и усовершенствовать полученные знания.
Цель курса:

Формирование коммуникативной компетенции учащихся через расширение лингвистического кругозора о родном крае.
Практические задачи курса:

1) формировать и совершенствовать лексико-грамматические навыки;
2) отрабатывать основные виды речевой деятельности (аудирование, чтение, устную и письменную речь);

3) расширять кругозор учащихся посредством получения новых знаний о родном крае;
4) повышать интерес к изучению английского языка.
Ведущими аспектами элективного курса “Развитие туризма на Камчатке” являются познавательный, учебный, воспитательный и валеологический.

Познавательный аспект призван расширить знания о нашем крае. На уроках английского языка учащиеся уже получили определенный набор лексических единиц, грамматических навыков, умений работать с географической картой (в рамках изучения материала о Великобритании, США). В течение нескольких лет ребята изучали иноязычную культуру, что, безусловно, позволило им более глубоко осознать свою родную. Элективный курс “Развитие туризма на Камчатке” позволит применить и усовершенствовать полученные знания. Туристическое направление – одно из наиболее перспективных в настоящее время на Камчатке. Возможно, информация, полученная на  занятиях, поможет выпускникам определиться с выбором профессии. Познавательный аспект способствует созданию мотивации в изучении иностранного языка. Наиболее продуктивным методом обучения является сочетание вербального канала получения информации с визуальным, поэтому многие задания снабжены зрительной наглядностью (карты, рисунки, фотографии, рекламные объявления). В данный курс вошли материалы о географическом положении Камчатки, флоре и фауне региона, а также информация для иностранцев о необходимых документах для отдыха, особенностях климата и достопримечательностях нашего края.
Учебный аспект, ориентированный на контрольные измерительные материалы ЕГЭ, тесно переплетается с познавательным. На основе теоретического материала о Камчатке составлены тестовые задания по аудированию, чтению, словообразованию, грамматике, предложены темы
 для устной беседы и письменной работы.

Материал элективного курса направлен на усвоение общечеловеческих ценностей. Основным направлением воспитательного аспекта является формирование уважительного отношения к родному краю, бережного отношения к природе, чувства патриотизма и желания достойно представлять свою родину.
При разработке учебных занятий, внедряя прогрессивные методы обучения, нельзя забывать и о главных  принципах здоровьесбережения:

· не навреди;
· не знания, умения, навыки любой ценой, а создание условий для творчества;
· упор не на память, а на развитие мышления;
· формирование убеждения, что здоровье – это высшая человеческая ценность.
Валеологический аспект курса направлен на формирование личности, которая обладала бы развиваемыми качествами – стремлением к заботе о своем здоровье и умением вести здоровый образ жизни. Разработанные уроки отвечают основным требованиям здоровьесбережения:

· не показывать личное отрицательное отношение к ребенку;
· осуществлять личностноориентированный подход;
· развивать мышление, а не напрягать память;
· создавать положительный эмоциональный фон урока;
· дети не устали, учитель не устал – значит урок построен правильно!
Актуальность курса:

Во-первых, базисная учебная программа по английскому языку не дает ученику возможности в достаточном объеме овладеть необходимым багажом знаний о Камчатке и использовать их в свободном иноязычном общении.

Во-вторых, в настоящее время нет достаточного количества готовых методических пособий по организации элективных курсов по английскому языку в старших профильных классах. 

В-третьих, существующие пособия по подготовке к ЕГЭ имеют лишь практическую направленность и не могут в полной мере удовлетворить познавательные потребности учащихся. Данный же элективный курс позволит совместить учебную и познавательную деятельность и сделать подготовку к экзаменам более интересной, эмоциональной, и, следовательно, более эффективной. 
Новизна курса:
· Все представленные упражнения уникальны, т. к. не имеют аналога в учебной и методической литературе по английскому языку. Весь цикл заданий является результатом двухлетней работы в старших классах, упражнения авторские, систематизированы по уровням сложности, отвечают современным требованиям обучения иностранному языку.
· Учащиеся имеют уникальную возможность работать с оригинальными текстами, написанными американскими туристами, посетившими наш край, и американскими учеными, исследующими Камчатку.
Данный элективный курс предполагает использование новых интересных форм учебных занятий:
· лексико-грамматические мастерские;

· круглый стол;

· совет экскурсоводов;

· ролевая игра;

· проектно-исследовательская мастерская по созданию презентаций;

· творческая мастерская.

Для проведения промежуточного и итогового контроля знаний используется система оценивания знаний в баллах. (См. Приложение 3)

 Формы промежуточного контроля:
· проверка умений составлять план экскурсии;
· написание краткого сообщения;

· составление письма личного характера;

· устное высказывание по проблеме;

· лексико-грамматическое тестирование.

Формы итогового контроля:

· защита проекта (1 час);

· итоговое тестирование (2 часа).
Прогнозируемый  результат: 
По окончании изучения курса “Развитие туризма на Камчатке” учащиеся на английском языке смогут:
· рассказывать о географическом положении, климате, биоразнообразии, природных парках, проблемах экологии и достопримечательностях родного края;

· составлять план экскурсии по городу;

· выполнять творческие работы в новом для них жанре – эссе;

· выполнять тестовые задания трех уровней сложности;

· самостоятельно создавать презентацию исследовательского проекта.

Подготовка элективного курса
Общие сведения
Необходимость перехода старшей школы на профильное обучение определена Правительством России в “Концепции модернизации российского образования на период до 2010 года” (распоряжение Правительства Российской Федерации от 29.12.2001, №1756 р.), где ставится задача создания “системы специализированной подготовки в старших классах общеобразовательной школы, ориентированной на индивидуализацию обучения и социализацию обучающихся, в том числе и с учетом реальных потребностей рынка труда, отработки гибкой системы профилей и кооперации старшей ступени общеобразовательной школы с учреждениями начального, среднего и высшего профессионального образования”. Эта система включает в себя курсы трех типов:

1. базовые общеобразовательные

2. профильные общеобразовательные

3. элективные
Элективный курс – это обязательный курс по выбору учащихся, входящий в состав профиля на старшей ступени обучения. Выделяют следующие типы элективных курсов:
1. курс, который выступает в роли дополнительного содержания профильного курса.
2. курс, развивающий содержание одного из базисных, изучение которых в школе осуществляется на минимальном общеобразовательном уровне, что позволяет учащимся удовлетворить свои познавательные потребности и получить дополнительную подготовку, например, к ЕГЭ.

3. курс, который выходит за рамки выбранного профиля, например, когда ученик класса гуманитарного профиля проявляет интерес к курсу “Информационный бизнес”.

Этапы подготовки элективного курса

Разработка элективного курса начинается с выявления ключевых компонентов и объединения их в отдельные блоки, среди которых выделяются структурно-организационный блок и блок предварительного наполнения.
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Началом разработки является определение профиля класса (гуманитарный, технический, физико-математический, социально-экономический, естественно-научный), т. е. выявление направленности учащихся на конкретную сферу деятельности и того, на какую возрастную группу обучаемых будет направлен курс. С целью уточнения предметной области и реализации возможных межпредметных связей целесообразно провести предварительную беседу с учениками и детально изучить методические рекомендации по ведению элективного курса. Все это поможет сориентироваться в функциональных возможностях курса, а именно:
1. получение дополнительных знаний, не отмеченных в программе основного курса дисциплины

2. углубление знаний по предмету

3. подготовка к предполагаемой профессиональной деятельности

4. подготовка к ЕГЭ или вступительным экзаменам

Функции элективного курса существенно влияют на определение его целей и задач:
1. обобщение и систематизация материала

2. формирование навыков

3. отработка умений

4. углубление знаний

5. повышение интереса к предмету

Цели и задачи определяют выбор изучаемых разделов, т. е. осуществляется тематическое и поурочное планирование. Если курс объемный, то все разделы должны относиться к общей линии, но не должны быть жестко связаны между собой. Это позволяет при необходимости установить своеобразные точки входа-выхода.

Необходимо определиться с методическими и техническими средствами, призванными помочь в формировании и совершенствовании знаний, умений и навыков.
На заключительном этапе разработки курса формируются формы отчетности, которые зависят от функций элективного курса, количества часов, формируемых навыков, используемых средств обучения. Также можно провести подборку дополнительной литературы, подходящих иллюстраций и другого наглядного материала, электронных изданий, работая с которыми ученики смогут продолжать самообразование вне стен класса.
Особенности организации курса

“Развитие туризма на Камчатке”
Структура курса
Элективный курс “Развитие туризма на Камчатке” состоит из двух разделов и развивает содержание базисных (УМК Кузовлев В. П. “English - 8”, темы “My native town”, “Holidays are for travelling”, “International tourism” и “English – 10-11”, тема “The best of all possible worlds”) изучение которых в школе осуществляется на минимальном общеобразовательном уровне. Это позволит учащимся удовлетворить свои познавательные потребности и получить дополнительную подготовку к экзамену по английскому языку.
Первый раздел (I полугодие – 17 часов) включает в себя информацию о географическом положении, городах и поселках нашей области, а также повторение видо-временных форм глагола. Раздел направлен на совершенствование лексических и грамматических навыков, чтения, устной речи и аудирования. Итогом работы является выполнение и защита проекта, участие в научно-практической конференции. 
Второй раздел (II полугодие – 15 часов) направлен на изучение основных туристических маршрутов (достопримечательностей) и экологической обстановки в крае. Во втором полугодии продолжается работа над совершенствованием основных речевых навыков. Итогом работы является выполнение тестирования.

Разделы относятся к общей линии, но жестко не связаны между собой. Это позволит при необходимости установить своеобразные точки входа-выхода, следовательно, предлагаемый материал можно разделить и использовать как два отдельных элективных курса (в зависимости от количества выделенных часов), условно обозначенных как  “Welcome to Kamchatka!” и “Kamchatka’s volcanoes and biodiversity”
После проведения анализа целей и задач курса, его конкретного наполнения, был определен набор минимально необходимых для овладения материалом знаний, умений и навыков учащихся, а именно:
· лексические и грамматические навыки на программном уровне (речевые клеше для ведения устной беседы словарный запас, знание видо-временных форм глагола);
· общеучебные знания и умения (работа с картами, иллюстрациями, таблицами);
· владение фактическим материалом о своем родном крае.
Учителю, в свою очередь, следует обратить особое внимание на новые формы работы: 

· отработка стратегии выполнения тестовых заданий;
· включение в практику записи устной речи учащихся на магнитофон с последующим прослушиванием и анализом;
· развитие умения укладываться в регламент (определенное количество слов для устного и письменного ответа, количество минут, отведенное для выполнения задания).
Данный элективный курс предполагает использование новых интересных форм учебных занятий:
· лексико-грамматические мастерские;

· круглый стол;

· совет экскурсоводов;

· ролевая игра;

· проектно-исследовательская мастерская по созданию презентаций;

· творческая мастерская.

Задания по основным видам речевой деятельности подобраны в соответствии с методическими указаниями по подготовке к Единому Государственному Экзамену по английскому языку и разделены на три уровня сложности:
· задания базового уровня

· задания повышенного уровня

· задания высокого уровня

(См. Таблицу 1)
На итоговую отчетность отводится один час в конце первого раздела (первого полугодия) и два часа в конце второго раздела (второго полугодия). В это время обобщаются результаты проделанной работы над проектами о Вилючинске, лучший проект представляется к защите на ежегодной межшкольной научно-практической конференции “Искусство создания проектов”, проводится контрольное тестирование.

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A wild tourist is a traveller who goes to Kamchatka independently without a tour group or without having made the agreement with a local Kamchatka travel company. Wild tourism seems to be mistrusted and misunderstood by most travel companies. There are a lot of sad examples when people get in difficult situations and nobody can help them because no travel company knows their location. One of the biggest barriers to independent travel in the region is lack of maps showing hiking routes. People go to the unknown places and it’s too dangerous for their lives. However Nalychevsky Nature Park and the Kronotsky Preserve now have Russian-language maps available for sale, and English-language map of Kamchatka can be found on www.avachabay.com.

Lesson 2.  Flying to Kamchatka.
Have your documents in order

Kamchatka has many zones that require permission to enter. Hot springs, Mutnovsky Volcano, Klyuchi and all beach areas are considered to be border zones. Individuals cannot get permission to visit these places. 
Kamchatka is a border zone, so the requirements are stricter than in other areas of Russia. This is hard to understand for many free wheeling western tourists who have trekked all over the globe. You should arrange all your documents in advance and make contact with tour operator who can help you avoid delays and problems with the authorities because your papers are not in order. Keep in mind that until just over 10 years ago even other Russians were required to have special permission to visit Kamchatka, so the question of free travel to this region hasn’t been completed yet.
Visa: To get a tourism visa you must have insurance valid in Russia. All foreigners entering Russia must have a valid visa. ⁭ To get it the tourist needs an invitation from a travel agency licensed with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. You can also find all the necessary information in the Internet. Tourism visa is issued for no more than 30 days and it is very difficult to extend. A few days extension can be given only in case of emergency situation like delayed departure flights or your illness.
Migration card: All foreigners must present a migration card filled out on the plane when they arrive in Russia. ⁭ This card must be kept inside your passport with the visa and presented along with the documents for registration. All your documents, i. e. visa, passport, insurance and the migration card will be checked by the Immigration Control officers on board.
Registration: Within 3 calendar days of arriving you must register in a hosting tourism company or just at a hotel. During the period of identification you may stay without your passport for a few days. This requirement often causes problems for people who travel independently. So it’s a good idea to take the copy of your passport. ⁭

Lesson 4.  Kamchatka. Geographical position.
Kamchatka is situated in the north-eastern part of Asia and occupies the peninsula of Kamchatka. Vitus Bering was the 1st navigator to come and discover this beautiful land. The total area of our region is about 500,000 sq. km. The peninsula is washed by the Okhotsk Sea in the west, the Bering Sea in the north-east and the Pacific Ocean in the south-east. The gateway of the Avacha Bay is boarded by green cliffs and three rocky ‘brothers’ can be seen at the entrance. 

Our region is rich in mineral resources. Deposits of gold, coal, oil and gas have already been discovered. The main industries are fishery, hunting, navigation and shiprepairing.

Kamchatka is a zone of intensive volcanic activity. Great volcanic belt separates the Central Kamchatka Valley from the Pacific coast. There are more than 150 volcanoes,  28 of them are active, such as the Avachinsky, the Koryaksky, the Viluchinsky, the Kluchevskoy volcanoes and others. The highest volcano in Kamchatka is Kluchevskaya Sopka (4,750 m). 

    Kamchatka is a typical mountainous area with beautiful valleys along the rivers and lakes. The longest and the deepest river is Kamchatka. (other rivers: the Bystraya, the Bolshaya, the Tigil) The largest lakes are the Kurilskoe and the Kronotskoye.

    Sea coast is an endless picture of wonders. Here you can see bird colonies, sea otters and sea-lions, which are the biggest in the Far East. 

    Because of its beautiful nature Kamchatka is often called the pearl of the Far East. You shouldn’t miss a chance to visit the Valley of Geysers and hot springs of the Kronotsky Preserve, the largest in our country. A lot of tourists every year visit different Nature Parks of Kamchaka, among them Nalichevo and Bystrinsky.

Speaker 1: The marine climate of our region depends on its geographical position. Under the influence of the Pacific the climate of the coast is damp with snowfalls, fogs and cold winds. But far from the ocean the climate is more dry and frosty. Very long snowy winter and cold rainy autumn last nearly two-thirds of the year. Spring is moist, rainy and rather cold.

Speaker 2: Kamchatka is a sad and moist land. The winds blow here nearly all the time. High in the mountains and on the volcano slopes snow doesn’t melt even in summer. Kamchatka is covered with snow about 6 meters deep nearly for the period of 8 months a year. When summer comes, Kamchatka, free from flood, gives the vegetation strength to grow. But real summer warmth in Kamchatka begins in July and ends in early September. The most pleasant weather is during golden September autumn.

Speaker 3: Central Kamchatka is very attractive for river tourist trips on hot days of July and August and in early September, although there are a lot of mosquitoes. Southeast coast has cool marine climate. This area is popular for mountaineering and hiking tourism. It rains here in spring and snows even in May and June, so the best time to go hiking is in dry, sunny and rather warm September and October.

Speaker 4: Cloudy days (150-260 a year) dominate in the northern part of Kamchatka, where the flat land allows the cloudiness from the cold Okhotsk Sea to come to the peninsular. The weather here is often foggy.

Speaker 5: Well, the best time to visit Kamchatka and take wonderful photos of nature is the end of summer and almost all autumn time. Very exotic are also winter trips on dog or reindeer sleds.

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	Petropavlovsk-Kamchatsky  was founded in 1740 by Vitus Bering as a small settlement on the shores of the Harbour of Saint Apostles Peter and Paul named after the 2nd Kamchatka expedition. Then the settlement grew into the capital of the peninsular. 

Now the population of the city is over 300,000 people. Petropavlovsk with the monument to Vitus Bering in the center has become an important port, a centre of industry and science of Kamchatka. Its location is very picturesque: along the coast of Avacha Bay with the view of volcanoes – Koryaksky and Avachinsky.

Petropavlovsk is the location of several scientific institutes. The Institute of Volcanology researches Kamchatka’s  volcanoes, the scientists co-operate with the American, Japanese and other international experts. The Russian Academy of Sciences Institute of Ecology and the Kamchatka Scientific Institute for Fisheries and Oceanography research flora, fauna and the marine environment of our region and surrounding waters.

The tourists come to Kamchatka to get out in nature, hotels, restaurants, shops, historical excursions, so the service in the city is becoming more and more close to the international standards.

Lesson 11.   Popular places for tourists: Yelizovo, Paratunka and Termalniy.
A. Yelizovo – Kamchatka’s gateway city.

Kamchatka opens to the tourists at the airport of Yelizovo, 40 km from Petropavlovsk-Kamchatsky. On a clear day Yelizovo offers a wonderful view to the Avachinsky group of volcanoes. Russian people settled in Yelizovo about 150 years ago although Itelmen people have lived in this area for thousands of years. The first name of the settlement was “Zavoiko”, it was a small village named after the Governor of Kamchatka. After the revolution people re-named the village for a hero Yelizovo and the area began to develop as an agricultural and administrative centre. Today Yelizovo is a city of 35,000 people and the capital of Yelizovo District. Administrative offices of the Kronotsky Preserve, Yujno -Kamchatsky Preserve and Nalychevsky Nature Park are located in Yelizovo. Five miles from the city’s center is a famous ski area – Mount Moroznaya – which invites tourists and Kamchatka residents to ski and rest there from November till April.

B. Paratunka and Termalniy – the hottest villages of Kamchatka.

These 2 villages, located southeast 25 – 40 km of Yelizovo, are named the hottest for the large underground geothermal deposits on which they are built. Since the 18th century Russian people have known about Paratunka Valley’s geothermal character. Now a lot of swimming pools are situated there. The water in this area is said to be good for health.

Lesson 12. Popular places for tourists: Malki, Milkovo, Esso.  
A. Malki

Ten kilometres after the main road you can see the village of Malki. A wonderful source of mineral water and geothermal hot springs can be found there. Here, not far from the Malki Bystraya River, there is one of the few car camping areas on the Peninsular. Visitors pay for each car to enter the territory and to camp near the hot springs. On summer weekends the area is full of picnicking and camping people. There are volleyball nets, an outdoor concert stage with live music on weekends and small comfortable houses which you can rent if you don’t like to sleep in tents. The mineral water from hot springs is pumped to the plant where it is bottled with different flavours and then it is sold everywhere in Kamchatka and the Far East. Also through the territory of Malki flows the Bystraya River, so Malki is the favourite starting point for rafting tours through the Central Mountain Range to the Okhotsk Sea. Besides you can go fishing.

B. Milkovo

About 100 km from Petropavlovsk there is the village of Milkovo, built on the banks of the Kamchatka River. Milkovo was founded as an agricultural settlement in 1743 and was a center for hunting and fishing. Climate there is more continental with hot summers and cold winters. Milkovo is the traditional place for the Kamchadal, Russian and Itelmen.  The district’s population is about 12,400 people.
C. Esso

Esso is often called “Kamchatka’s Switzerland” for its location in a high mountain valley surrounded with beautiful snow-capped mountains and rivers flowing through the village. Esso is a favourite summer vacation place for the tourists. It is made up of wooden buildings.  There is one of the best museums in Kamchatka which shows fine ethnographic collection and wonderful example of wooden architecture. You can have a riding trip to the Bystrinsky Park, enjoy rafting or hiking, visit one of the largest natural hot-water swimming pool in the center of the village which is open all the year round absolutely free. Every year in March Esso becomes the starting point of the most famous winter race – Kamchatka Beringia Sled Dog Race to the Okhotsk Sea, village of Palana.

On weekends many people like to go to the forest to have a rest with the family or friends, pick mushrooms or berries. You can also rest by the lake if the weather is fine. In winter a lot of people, especially teenagers, are fond of mountain skiing and snowboarding. It is very exciting and very useful for our health. Viljuchinsk is situated along the coast of the Avacha Bay, where many people go fishing almost in every season of the year. We can also have a rest on the coast, but we don’t swim there because the water is cold and very polluted. The pollution on the coast is one of the main problems in our town as well as everywhere in Kamchatka.

Of course, the town is not a developed industrial center of Kamchatka,  but there is a ship-repairing plant, a fish processing factory and some other small factories. The history of Viljuchinsk began with the opening of the ship-repairing plant, and some years ago the workers set up a museum. It contains a lot of exhibits, collected by local people.   There is also a town library and a local museum in our town.   

In the way of education there are nursery, secondary, technical schools, but there is no universities or colleges, so to get higher education students go to Petropavlovsk or other cities of our country. 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Lesson 18. Kamchatka is the land of volcanoes. 
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Kamchatka is a zone of intensive volcanic activity. Great volcanic belt separates the Central Kamchatka Valley from the Pacific coast. There are more than 150 volcanoes,   29 of them are active, such as the Avachinsky, the Koryaksky, the Viluchinsky, the Kluchevskoy volcanoes and others. The highest volcano in Kamchatka is Kluchevskaya Sopka (4,750 m). 

From nearly every point of Kamchatka you can observe mountains and volcanoes. The peninsula’s 29 active volcanoes comprise 10% of the world’s volcanic activity. Volcanologists and historians tell us that the Avachinsky Volcano has erupted at least 16 times since 1737. In 1787 the French explorer Jean-Francios de Galaup La Perouse became the first person to climb this volcano. The Avachinsky volcano is constantly steaming but still there are a lot of people willing to climb it and get unforgettable impressions. Neighbouring Koryaksky Volcano most recently erupted in 1956. On the eastern part of the Avachinsky Volcano there is the extinct Kozelsky Volcano and on the northwest border of the Koryaksky Volcano we can observe the extinct Aag Volcano. Across Avacha Bay to the south the symmetrical Viljuchinsk Volcano gives the Petropavlovsk and Yelizovo area a panorama of active and extinct volcanoes. The most frequent eruptions were observed from 4 volcanoes. These include the giant Klyuchevskoy, Eurasia’s highest active volcano (4750 m), the Bezymyanny, the Shiveluch, and the Karymsky. The Karymsky Volcano has erupted 30 times since its first historic eruption in 1771. Its latest activity was stated in 1976. South of Petropavlovsk and Yelizovo is the massive Mutnovsky Volcano – a popular summer route for local tourism companies and hikers as well as the foreign ones. The tourists take unforgettable trips to the slopes of this beautiful active volcano. The last erupting was in 2000. The Gorely Volcano is 75 kilometers south of Petropavlovsk. It has 11 craters dating back between 6,000 and 8,000 years ago when the volcano was formed by many eruptions. Inside the craters there are blue acid lakes.

Lesson 19.  Helicopters – the way to see the Valley of Geysers.
	    Helicopters provide a wonderful panorama of mountains, volcanoes and an exciting flight. With so few roads on Kamchatka, without helicopters, visitors wouldn’t see many of the best places.
Helicopters take visitors to the Bystrinsky District reindeer Collective’s herds in the Bystrinsky Nature Park or drop
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a group of tourists at base camps 
for climbing volcanoes. Helicopters are the workhorses of carrying goods, gear or people to almost any point on the map. 

   Through a local tour operator visitors can join a flight-seeing on a helicopter tour to the Nalychevsky Nature Park or take a day excursion to the Valley of Geysers in the Kronotsky Preserve. The flight to the Valley of Geysers takes passengers over and around the active and often puffing Karimsky Volcano. This world famous valley was discovered in 1941 by Tatyana Ustinova who worked in the Kronotsky Preserve at that time. The Valley was so named because of 40 geysers, many hot springs and warm rivers. Well, and what is a geyser? It is a boiling hot spring which erupts steam to hundreds of meters. The largest geyser Velikan throws out the boiling water to 30 meters and steam to 300 meters. You can also see such famous geysers as Maliy, Bolshoy, Green Mineral, Averiy and Torch. All geysers got their names due to their appearance, form, colour, power or after the famous scientists (Geyser Averiy).  

   The Valley of Geysers is a unique ecosystem. In May and June there you can see the biggest number of brown bears  in Kamchatka. Due to the underground warmth birds incubate their eggs more quickly. 

   The Valley of Geysers has always been one of the most popular attractions for tourists. From July to September there are nearly daily flights and organized excursions.          

    Safety is the chief point of helicopter companies. To keep their active flying status helicopter companies must regularly have safety checks. Weather is often the main factor in deciding when and whether helicopters will fly.

Lesson 20.  Preserves and parks: Kronotsky, Nalychevsky, Bystrinsky.
A. Kronotsky Preserve

Kronotsky is one of Russia’s largest and oldest preserves. It covers a vast territory along the shoreline. The Preserve’s mountains, active and extinct volcanoes, glaciers, rivers and lakes, islands and the coast area give this place a remarkable biodiversity. Hiking routes begin from the Valley of Geysers to Uzon Caldera. Tourists get there by helicopter. A Preserve inspector must accompany every tourist group. His role is to protect the Preserve from damage and also to provide safety for tourists, as there are a lot of bears in the area. June is traditionally closed for visiting in order to give nesting birds and brown bears peace and quiet from helicopters and tourists.

B. Nalychevsky Nature Park

Nalychevsky Park opens on the north side of Avachinsky and Koryaksky Volcanoes in the southeast region of the peninsula and includes the Nalychevo River basin. The park has no road access so you can get there only by helicopter. One of the most important characteristics of the park is the presence of distinct botanic zones – from marine to alpine. Four plant species found in the park are in the Red Book. Because of its biodiversity and volcanoes Nalychevsky Nature Park is included in the UNESCO World Heritage List.  The park can be visited all year round with many hiking and skiing opportunities. Hiking routes are open from June till early October. The best time for skiing is March and April. In the park tourists can see brown bears, sable and many birds. There are also wild hot springs with pleasant water for bathing.

C. Bystrinsky Nature Park

Bystrinsky Park includes mountains, tundra area and birch forests. Anavgai and Esso villages are located on its territory. Here you can see aboriginal people and it is the main advantage of the park. The animal world is wide: big horn snow sheep, sable, foxes, wolves, reindeer, many birds. Tourists can get to the park by car or by coach. It is 8-10 hours from Petropavlovsk. Another great way to see the park is on horseback – it is offered by many travel agents. Thanks to native people from Anavgai and Esso there are wonderful cultural festivals. Every year in March Esso becomes the starting point of the most famous winter race – Kamchatka Beringia Sled Dog Race to the Okhotsk Sea, village of Palana.

Lesson 21. Commander Islands Preserve.
The Commander Islands with their unique marine ecosystem are located 188 miles east of Kamchatka. The islands are known as the place of great shipwreck which happened during the expedition of Vitus Bering who died there in winter of 1741. The member of the expedition George Steller spent his shipwreck time investigating and describing the natural world of Bering Island. The Commander Islands include the islands of Bering, Medniy, Ariy Kamen and Toporkov. Commander Islands Preserve is home to 12 mammal species and more that 150 species of birds nesting or visiting the islands. These treeless islands are covered with tundra and beach vegetation and about 383 kinds of plants have been documented there.

The village of Nikolskoye on Bering Island is the settlement of Aleut people. It is possible to visit there the memorial to Vitus Bering and other sailors. Also in the village you can visit the Aleut Museum. These people hunt seals and sea otters. One of the animals they hunted is now extinct Steller Sea Cow which was first discovered in 1741 and disappeared only 28 years later. Bering Island is famous for its seals, especially Steller Sea Lion. Sea otters are also part of the rich marine life. There are a lot of birds on the Commander Islands and along the coast you can see Arctic foxes, hares and reindeer.

Tourists can get to the Commander Islands by weekly flights. The fog or storms can be the reason of delays so it’s better to plan the trip in advance. You must also get a permission to visit the Preserve because it’s a restricted zone.

Kamchatka as well as Alaska has the largest population of brown bears in the world. Hunting on bears is becoming more and more popular among foreign tourists. To help travellers be prepared to an extraordinary situation bear biologist from Alaska Derek Stonorov has provided the readers with the following information. Read the passages from his book “Living in Harmony with Bears” and do the tasks.

1. Plan how you are going to react when you meet a potentially dangerous animal. While hunting be walking very quietly. Move slowly and be especially cautious.

2. While this fact isn’t always practical, the larger the group the smaller the risk of attack. Groups of people seem to intermediate bears. Bears are likely to approach to one or two people rather than to a group. Keep close together.

3. Moving towards a bear forces the bear to react. If you see that the bear isn’t aware of your presence, take advantage of the situation and slowly move away. Carefully watch to make sure that the bear is not following.

4. If, and only if, a bear makes physical contact, fall to the ground on your stomach and protect your face and neck. If the bear rolls you over, try to get back to this position. Keep as still and as quiet as possible. Stay that way until you believe the bear has left. Movement and sound can be the reason of attack. If a bear attacks you in your tent – fight back!

5. Keeping bears away from human food is the best what people can do. Don’t leave food or garbage where bears can get it. Cook where you can see, it will give you time to see the bear at a distance. Don’t cook smelly food, bacon, for example. Bears have a good sense of smell. Don’t sleep where you cook or eat.

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Lesson 24.  The wealth of Kamchatka : different fish species
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Kamchatka’s location in the North Pacific and clean fresh water make the peninsula one of the world’s great fishing resources. Here you can find a lot of species of salmon as well as the world’s greatest trout and giant char.
· Humpy Salmon. It is pink salmon, in Russian “Gorbusha”, it has large oval dark spots on the back and on both sides. Humpies eat plankton and small fish. Their average weight is 1.2 – 1.3 kg. Spawning period is from August till late September.
· Keta – Dog Salmon. It is the 2nd most spread fish in Kamchatka after humpies. Average size is from 3.5 to 4.5 kg. 
· Red Salmon – “Krastnitsa” or “Nerka” as Russians say.  It is one of the most important commercial species. It’s average weight is 2.5 kg. The spawning time is in June. These species are of silver and light blue colour, but in the fresh water they become red.
· King Salmon, in Russian “Chavycha”. It is the largest of the Pacific Salmon. Some fish reach 50 kg but average size is about 20 kg. Kings have a silver colour, their diet is mostly herring, but they eat other fish too. King salmon season opens in late May and lasts till the end of June.
· Sima. This is Asiatic salmon, it is rare in Kamchatka. It has bright spots and stripes of yellow, green, red or black. Sima is small, 1.2 to 1.4 kg. The peak of its river entry is the end of June to July.
· Rainbow Trout, or “Mikija” in Russian. Unlike salmon species, trout species don’t die after spawning and are capable of spawning several times in their lives. They are usually caught in groups of 30 – 50 fish.
· Stoun Trout, “Kamenets” in Russian. This kind of trout was first described by Krasheninnikov. It is black with bright reddish spots sprinkled over the spine in marble effect. It is up to 60 cm long, 2 kg and lives 11-12 years.
· Sea Run Char, or “Golets” in Russian. It has light spots on a dark background, and in fresh water we can see pale yellow spots on the back and red to orange spots on the sides. Usual weight is 1.0 kg. The spawning period is during September and October.
· Brown Trout, or “Kundja” in Russian. It is a rare species, average size is 1.2 kg, but you can find some 3 – 4 kg species. Brown trout can be caught during July till early September.

The environment in Kamchatka needs to be cleaned up as well as in many other parts of our planet.  It’s a pity but now a lot of fish species and animals disappear, nature is damaged because of human activity and the development of industry.
