THE HISTORY OF MANHATTAN
One day, in the year 1626, a tribe of Red Indians sold a small rocky island to a Dutchman. The island lay at the mouth of the Hudson river, in a bay which was sheltered from the stormy Atlantic by two larger islands. The Indians called it “Man-a-hat-ta”, the Heavenly Land. They sold it to the Dutchman for some manufacture goods worth about 24 dollars. Today the island of Manhattan is worth millions and millions of dollars. For it is the heart and one of the biggest and the richest cities in the world – the city of New York in the USA.

     But when the Indians sold it, the island was lonely and barren. Dutch settlers came, villages appeared and they become a city called New Amsterdam Later the island was captured by the English and the city was renamed New York. 

     When the bitter American War for Independence was over, George Washington came to New York. On April 30th, 1789, from a balcony in Wall Street, he made a speech as the first president of a new country. But New York was not made the capital. George Washington thought the new country deserved a new capital, so the town of Washington was built.

     New York, however, went on growing more and more important, and it is now the biggest city in New York and one of the biggest cities in the world. Eight million people live there.
