Autumn and winter receive most of rain. Coal is the main natural resource. The richest coal basin is near Glasgow. Scotland is the centre of metallurgy which gives the development  to heavy machine -building. Ship-building is rapidly developing in the biggest port of Scotland - Glasgow.

It is the red upright cross on the white field with a six-pointed star and a red hand inside it in the centre.  Northern Ireland, elects 17 members to the British House of  Commons. The secretary of state for  Northern Ireland is the head of government. Northern Ireland is divided into 26 districts. Each district is governed by an elected council. The country consists mainly of a low, flat plain. Mountains are along the northeastern coast, and the highest point in the country is Slieve Donard (852 m). The chief rivers are the Foyle River and the Upper Bann and Lower Bann rivers. Lough Neagh (about 390 sq km) is the largest lake in the British Isles. The climate of Northern Ireland is mild and damp throughout the year. The prevailing westerly winds from the Gulf Stream are largely responsible for the lack of extreme summer heat and winter cold. The population of Northern Ireland is 1610300 people. Unlike England, Northern Ireland has no established, or state, church. Almost 51% of the population regard themselves as Protestant and 39% as Catholic. The capital and largest city of Northern Ireland is Belfast. The other major city in Northern Ireland is Londonderry. The chief minerals are basalt, sand and gravel, peat, chalk, limestone, and granite. Shipbuilding and the manufacture of aircraft, electrical and electronic equipment are major industries. Traditionally, the leading industries of Northern Ireland have been the manufacture of textiles and clothing. The leading crops in the country are potatoes, barley, hay, oats, turnips, apples, and pears. Small farms predominate in Northern Ireland, and production generally includes both crops and livestock. The Belfast Philharmonic Society is one of Britain's leading choral societies.
