The history of G.B. dates back to the Stone Age, a period of culture when weapons and tools were made of stone. The first inhabitants came from the Iberian peninsula. One of the mysterious monuments of Britain is the “Stonehenge”(7 tones each). It was the place of DRUIDS WORSHIP.

· In the 7-th c. BC the country was invaded by Celts.

· The Romans occupied Britain in 43 AD. They built baths, buildings, roads…

· The wild Germanic tribes (Saxons, Angles, Jutes) occupied the country in the 5-th c. AD. They destroyed beautiful buildings, towns, roads. They preferred settling in small villages and established a number of kingdoms.

· England fought against Vikings in the 8-9-th c. England could get rid of them in the 10-th c.

· In 1066 William, Duke of Normandy, conquered the country and was named William the Conqueror.

· During the Middle Ages the different kings ruled England. Among them four kings were murdered and three came to the throne by violence.

· In the 14-th c. a terrible plague killed one third of the population. There was a struggle for the throne, so called the Wars of the Roses.
