Instructional technique

Gist

Purpose: to assist pupils in the comprehension of important concepts- any subject.

Overview: Pupils read, discuss, and summarize a selected article.

Procedure: 

1. Divide the class into groups of three- five pupils.

2. Distribute an article of approximately three paragraphs or sections.

3. Ask pupils to read the first paragraph silently.

4. Ask pupils to discuss what they’ve read in their groups, briefly.

5. Ask pupils to read the second paragraph silently.

6. Ask groups to discuss this reading also.

7. Instruct groups that they are to summarize these first two paragraphs (sections) in thirty three words or less. They should work together, one person serving as the group writer.

8. Then ask pupils to read the last paragraph silently.

9. Instruct groups that they are to now include this information in their summaries, without increasing the length of the summary.

10. When groups are happy with their summaries, they are given a poster board and markers. Instruct them copy their summaries onto this paper.

11. When groups are finished hang the completed poster summaries around the room (on the blackboard) and allow pupils to walk from poster to poster reading each summary. They are to choose the two summaries that they think are the best.

12. Ask pupils to vote for the two best summaries. Count the votes and announce the winning poster.

13. Read it to the class and discuss why this summary is exemplary.
