7.09    We all decided to work together in collecting the information about The Beatles. We should get  

      the information from the Internet, from books and magazines or talking to our friends.
14.09   As a result of our search we have got some magazines “Otdokhni”, a “Star Magazine” №3, 
      1997, a special issue of the magazine “Studencheskii Meridian”, some articles of G. Tomakhin,  

      some material from the Internet.Ira Pozhar, a former pupil of our school and a real fan of The 
      Beatles, gave us a CD with a lot of information about the group. Now it is necessary to study all 
      this information to find out the most interesting facts and to write the report. We think that Uvarov 
      will give general information about the group, Motorygin will speak about John Lennon’s hobby 
      and Ivanov will write about their main albums.

21.09   Uvarov and Ivanov have found the material in English, but Motorygin has to translate it from 
      Russian, consulting with Tamara Andreyevna about his translation. We had a consultation with 
      Tamara Andreyevna about our reports, She approved them, giving some remarks and advice.

28.09   Now we are thinking over the presentation of our report.

4.10     We are making a special issue of the school newspaper “The Bell”. We are thinking over the 
      design of the newspaper and what material we will put on each page.

6.10     We have made the newspaper.

12.10   We are ready for the presentation.

Type: Research

Group: Ksenya Lisoivan, Anya Panteleyeva.

Task: To investigate and compare the degree of The Beatles popularity among the people of different 
      ages, to find out how many fans want to join a fan club, and how the time influence the popularity.

Plan:

         1. To work out a questionnaire.

         2. To form a group of interviewers.

         3. To mark  zones for interviewing.

         4. To determine the last date. To collect and analyze the results of interviewing.

         5. To work out a common form for filling it in.

10.09  First of all we worked out a questionnaire for the interview.

         1. Have you heard about The Beatles?

         2. What are their names?

         3. When and where was the group formed?

         4. What songs of this group do you know?

         5. What are your favourite songs?

         6. What’s your age?

         7. What’s your education?

          We decided to ask the 9-th and 10-th year students to help us. We formed a group of 10 students. 
         We marked zones for interviewing, depending on where they lived.

14.09   We worked out a common form for filling it in, denoting 4 age categories: from 15 to 20, from 
      20 to 30, from 30 to 50, over 50. We determined the last date – the 25-th of September, and 
      decided the more people will be interviewed the better.

27.09   We have the results of the opinion poll. 786 people were interviewed. Some people who go to 
      church refused to answer the questions about this group, because The Beatles were the idols of the 
      youth, and the Church called them the devil’s group.

4.10   We represented the results of the opinion poll by diagrams.

Theme: The Beatles. Are They Still Popular? 
            Making a Video for the Song “When I’m Sixty-Four”
Type: Creative.

Task: To raise interest in listening to the songs of this group.

Group: Ksenya Arbuzova, Alexander Fyodorov, Alexander Ivanov.

Plan: 1.To create the shooting script.

2.To think how people in the song will look like.

3. To have all necessary things for shooting.

4. To decide where to shoot.

5. To shoot the film.

6. To assemble the film.

7. To show it to the classmates.

7-8.09     First of all it was necessary to write the shooting script for the video. We had been thinking 
      for a long time, suddenly a brilliant idea came into Ksenya’s mind: A pair of young sweethearts are 
      walking along the park and see a pair of elderly people sitting on the bench. The boy asks the 
      girl:”Will you still need me, will you still feed me when I’m 64?”and then they imagine their life 
      when they are 64.

10.09      Tamara Andreyevna approved our script. Now we should decide where we can get wigs,    a 
      moustache and a beard, because we should look like eldery people in the video. We decided that 
      Sasha Ivanov would go to the Centre of Children’s Leisure, Ksenya to the school of Fine Arts and 
      Sasha Fyodorov  to the Oil Factory: they have a drama studio at their club.

10.09      Hoorey! Now we have got wigs,a moustache, a beard, a hat, a rain-coat, an umbrella, a plaid, 
      a  knitting and a beautiful Valentine Card, where the girl will write “I love you”. 

17.09      Now we are looking for a pair of elderly people. Nobody agrees. Our friends have either only 
      a    granny or only a grandpa, or their grandparents feel bad . 

20.9      We shared our problem with Tamara Andreyevna She asked her relatives to take part in the 
      shooting. And they agreed. 

23.9      Today we are shooting a scene in the park. Sasha Fyodorov and Ksenya will be a loving couple. And Sasha Ivanov will be an operator. He will work with our school video-camera. 
25.9      Everything was O.K. We shot the scene on the bench and the scene where the girl is feeding 
      the boy with grapes.But we can’t find a fire-place. It is a difficult task in Uryupinsk. Neither our 
      friends nor their pals have it. 

28.9      At last we have found it in the cafe “The Swallow”. (We asked Tamara Andreyevna to help us 
      to get the permission for shooting there and we got it, because the mother of a girl who studies at 
      our school works there. They even allowed us to  burn the wood in the fire-place.)

       We had to look like elderly people. We tried the wigs. But they were ugly. So we decided to do 
      the  hair-dresses in old people’s style and then to dust our hair with flour to create the illusion of
     grey hair. Sasha stuck only the moustache, because he looked like a terrorist with the beard. We  

      shot a lot of interesting scenes.  Sasha and Ksenya were sitting in the armchairs by the fire-place. 
     Sasha was reading the newspaper “The Guardian” and Ksenya was knitting a sweater. Then Sasha 
     was knocking on the door. Ksenya was writing “I love you” on the card.

9.10      We have finished to shoot the film. Now it is necessary to assemble it. We decided to ask      
      professionals to help us do it. We asked Tamara Andreyevna to arrange it.
30.10    We went to our local TV studio and they agreed to help us. More than that, they promised to  
      show the commercial of the song “When I’m Sixty Four” on television on John Lennon’s birthday.
4-5.10   We have made an advertisement for our video in our school newspaper.
9.10   We have seen it on TV. It was so ridiculous! But our friends liked it.

Type:    Creative, informative.

Group: Anya Panteleyeva, Ksenya Arbuzova, Yulya Makryntseva, Vica  Mazurova.

Plan: 1. To decide what sights we’ll describe.

 2. To know more about these sights in the Museum of Regional Studies, from books.   

 3. To collect the illustrative material.

 4. To make a Guide to Uryupinsk.

8.09    First of all we decided that Anya and Ksenya would go to the Museum of   Regional Studies,

9.09    We have borrowed some books about Uryupinsk and now we are studing them.

10.09   Yesterday we saw an interesting short film about Uryupinsk on our local television. It lasted 
      only 13 minutes and gives an interesting information about Uryupinsk. We liked it very much. 
      Ksenya said that it would be better to send a video-letter to Paul McCartney than to make a Guide. 
     It was great. Certainly we agreed.

11.09   We told Tamara Andreyevna that we wanted to change a little the task of our project work. We 
      tried to prove that it would be more useful to write the script in English to the film made by 
      professionals than to make a primitive Guide, because we couldn’t make quality illustrations and 
      many other things. We had no possibilities to publish it then for the public use. It would be only a 
      toy for our role-play. It would be more interesting to send a video-letter to Paul McCartney. And 
      more than that it would be possible to show this film to the foreigners, using our script as a 
      commentary. Tamara Andreyevna told that as the film was made by professionals, the script and 
      the translation should be professional too. And it wouldn’t be easy. We promised to do our best.

23.09   We have written the script in Russian, using the material from the books about Uryupinsk and 
     the commentary on the film. We divided the text into four parts and began to translate them. We 
      handed in a part of our translation to Tamara Andreyevna to check it for errors.

 27.09   Tamara Andreyevna checked our works for errors. There were a lot of mistakes in grammar, in 
     the word’s order and vocabulary. She gave us individual tasks in learning and reviewing the 
     grammar material and the word’s order and phrasal verbs. We go on translating the script.

4.10   After several consultations with Tamara Andreyevna we have finished the translation of the  

      script. We have learned a lot of new words and expressions and have learned and reviewed some  

      grammar material. It is very useful for us, because we will have English as an entrance 
     examination to the University.
