M: Well, you know, it was a big balalaika. It was a bass one. So I have played it several times, but it is 
     not easy. It's a different tune. But it is a beautiful present. I played more the little flute. Сhildren of  

     St. Petersburg gave it to me. If you give me a Cossack musical instrument I will have a rich 
     collection of musical instruments from Russia.

C: What do you expect from Russian fans if you come to our place next time?
M: Passion. They are very passionate people. I understood last time how much they like the music of 
     The Beatles, Queen, Wings, and my own songs. So I expect a night of passion.

C: Have you got a chance to learn any Russian words and expressions?
