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Mikhail Lomonosov is the father of thr Russian sciences and outstanding
poet, the founder of Russian literature.

auwsomanocos | Mikhail Lomonosov was born in 1711 in the family of a fisherman in the

northern coastal Arhangelsk province, village of Denisovka. When he was ten
years of age his father began to take him sea fishing. He liked to spend
his time fishing with his father. That dangerous life tought the precacious
youngster to observe the phenomena of nature more closely. He began to
read himself when he was a litlle boy. During the jong winter nights the
boy studied his letters, grammar and arithmetic diligently.

Since he was the son of a peasant, he was refused admission to the
town school. But he wanted to study and when he was 19 he walked
to Moscow. By concealing his peasant origin he gained admission to the
Slavonic-Greek-Latin Academy and for five years lived from hand to mouth
on 3 kopecks a day. Noblemen’s sons studing with him made fun of the
twenty-eyar-old giant, who despite their jeers and his own desperate poverty,
made rspid progress.

After five yearscame the chance of entering the Academy of Sciences
as there weren’t enough noble-born students to fill thr quota. His ability
and diligence attracted the attention of the professors, and in a year (six
years later than he came to Moscow) in 1736 as one of the best students
he was sent abroad to complete his studies in chemistry and mining. He
spent all the time there in delving into the work of leading Euopean
scientists studying chemistry, metallurgy, mining and mathematics. Lomonosov
worked hard and he became a great scientist. On his return to Russia in
1745 he wa made a professor and the first Russian scientist to become a
member of the Academy of Sciences.

For versatility Lomonosov has no equal in Russian and world science.
Mikhail Lomonosov was one of the most learned men in FEurope. Many of
his ideas and discoveries won recognition only in XIX-th century. He was
the first discoverer the vegetable origin of coal, for instance, and as a
poet and scientist he played an eminent role in the formationof the
Russian literary language, eliminating distortions and universary foreign borrowings.
He had a greatthirst for knowledge. He was an outstandimg innovator both
in the humanities and sciencees. He was a physicist, a painter and
astronomer, a geographer, a historian and a states man. Mikhail Lomonosov
made a telescope, he observed a lot of stars and planets with his telescope.
Lomonosov wrote the first scientific grammar og Russian language. He wrote
many poems. Lomonosov built the factory of glass-producing not far from
Petersburg. He made a portrait of Peter the First (the Great) of pieces of
glass. Lomonosov was the founder of the first Russian University. This
University  is situated in Moscow and it is named after Lomonosov. He
himself was the first University of Russia.

The great son of the Russian people Mikhail Lomonosov died in 1765.
His living memorial is the Moscow University which founded in 1755. How he
would have appreciated the gigantic building which stands on the hills where
Napoleon stood in 1812 to watch Moscow burn. The oldest building of the
Moscow University is situated just opposite the Alexander Garden and the
Kremlin Wall. The faculty of journalist of the Moscow University now occupies
the building in front of it there is a memorial to Mikhail Lomonosov. The figure og
the great scientist is sitting on the high mass-house meditating and reminding all the
students of his great talent.
