To write your own “I Am” poem, begin by describing two things about yourself – special things about yourself. Avoid the obvious and the ordinary, such as “I am a thirteen-year-old girl with brown hair”. There are millions of thirteen – year-old girls with brown hair! Think of things about yourself that are distinctive!

“I am a boy who has broken my arm and believes that the full moon makes people crazy”. That’s better because it gives a real sense of the speaker and how he is different from other people. Don’t be afraid to be different.


Once you have an opening line, you are ready to take off with the rest of the poem. Here the format you will follow. The poem is written in three stanzas, so be sure to skip a line between stanzas. Notice where the pattern requires imaginary ideas and where it asks for real events and feelings.
