Przewalsky's Horse
It was discovered in 1879 by Przhevalsky in Central Asia. Long time people thought that it had been a relative of the domestic horse.\ but it is not true. 

Most "wild" horses today, such as the American Mustang, are actually feral animals, horses that were once domesticated but escaped and reverted to an apparently wild status. Przhevalsky's Horse, on the other hand, has never been successfully domesticated and remains a truly wild animal today. 
There were once several types of spacious that had never been successfully domesticated. However, most have become extinct, with Przewalski's Horse the only remaining truly wild horse in the world. There are still a number of other wild equines: three species of zebra and various subspecies of the African wild ass.

The horse is small, about the size of a pony. Its coat is a red colour, but its mane and a tail are dark. It has a dark “belt” on its back. It has white nose, a long face and a very strong jaw.
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
