4. The Houses of Parliament is a very large building which stands near
the main river of the country. There are two tall towers at the corners of the
building and one of them is the Clock Tower. The English people built the
tower and the clock in 1858. The clock has four faces and a very big loud
bell. The bell weighs 13 tons. The clock and the bell got their names afier
the man charge of the building Sir Benjamin Hall. He was the tall man and
his nickname became the name of the clock.

5. On the other side of Parliament Square is one of the most famous and
beautiful churches in England. It’s very old too. It’s more than nine
hundred years old. There are so many monuments and statues there.
England kings and queens, great writers and famous people were buried
there. This building with its two tall towers is really wonderful.

6. The centre of the capital is a very nice square. Some people say it’s
the most beautiful place in the capital. In the middle of the square
stands a tall column. It’s a monument to Admiral Nelson. Four
bronze lions at the square from the monument. There are two
beautiful fountains in the square.
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among them is a palace. It’s a palace where the Queen of Great Britain
lives. It’s a wonderful building with a monument in front of it which is the
Queen Victoria Memorial. This palace is the Queen’s official residence.
Many tourists always to see the ceremony of changing the Guard there.

8. At the beginning of the 11 ih century England was already a big country
and a capital of this country was a very important and a big town. A king of
this country became a very strong and brave man who came from
Normandy in France with his people. He was the first who built the capital
of England and many other famous buildings.
