Project 1.

Your  favourite film
Form group of four or five people who like the same kinds of films. 
a. Students write the character brief in their groups.If your students needs more support, go through
each question and elect possible answers .Write these on the board as cues.
b. Explain the activity. Set a time limit of three minutes for the completed scene. The scene must have a part for each member of the group.
c. Groups decide what will happen in their scene.

d. Groups write the scene. Go round and help. Encourage students to keep their scene brief. It will be much more interesting if it is. Show opportunities for using some of the useful expressions.
e. In their groups, students rehearse their scenes.

f. Students put all the part of their project together in a folder or on a poster.

g. Groups introduce their new character and act out their scenes in front of the class. Each group shoud say what film their scene is from. You will find that the session will work best if you follow this advice:

1. Break up the groups and get all students sitting as individuals.

If you don't they will continue discussing their own project rather than listening to the one being presented.

2. Get students to sit in a semi-circle near the front of the class, as if around a stage. This will help them to concentrate and enable everyone to hear.

3. Be strict about time limits, otherwise the session will become very tedious.

4. Don't correct language during the actual presentation and performance.

h. Students display their projects.

i. Other students look at the projects.

j. Discuss the projects. The purpose of this project is to help the pupils to practise the vocabulary and language needed for this theme.

Project 2.
Making shop windows
1. Tell the class they are going to draw shop windows for the shop they have learned about. The Whole class has to work together to create the shop signs, to collect photographic material (from magazines, newspapers, publicity leaflets), make display materials for windows and write the prices on the items in pounds.

2. Prepare the necessary materials (large sheets of paper, cards, felt-tip pens, pencils , glue and scissors).

3. Divide the class into groups of four or five and ask each group to choose a shop they have studied. Then they prepare the shop signs, the items for sale, and the price tags.
4. When the shop windows are ready, prepare a special corner, and put them up on the wall.

5. Revise the structures and vocabulary to use by going through the pages of the Unit with the class. Tell the class that each group will now present its shop and answer questions on the price of their goods. (Don't put the price tags on the windows yet).Here is an example of the kind of dialogue that the pupils might use:
Group 1 pupil: This is a toy shop .

Group 2 pupil: How much is the skateboard ?

Group 1 pupil:It's  sixteen pounds .

……………………………………..etc.

6.As this pupil says the price ,he (she) put the price tag on the item.

7.You might use the opportunity of doing this project to talk to the class about the implications of introducing the Euro currency.

8.The work from this project could be shown during the end-of-year exhibition of British culture.
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
