NERYUNGRI     
Neryungri is one of the youngest and most beautiful Sakha (Yakutia) Republic  towns. It is an administrative, industrial, a transport and cultural center of Southern Yakutia. It lies on the southern spurs of the Stanovoy Ridge on the right bank of the river Chulman, 70 kilometers off  its confluence with the river Timpton. The metropolitan area incorporates the settlements of Chulman, Berkakit, Serebryany Bor, Nagorny, Zolotinka, Iengra and Khatymy. 
Neyungri’s history is closely connected with the exploration and development of Southern Yakutia. On November 6 1975 after the Decree of the Presidium of the RSFSR Supreme Soviet the working settlement of Neryungri received the status of the town with republican subordination.

Along with the Neryungri open-pit coal mine the city hosts the dressing factory for manufacturing the coking coal concentrate; the Neryungrinskaya heat and electric power plant and Chulmanskaya heat power plant; the repair and mechanical, the electric repair plants, the bakery plant, the dairy plant, the plant for facing materials and a printing house.

Neryungri is the southern gate to the Sakha (Yakutia) Republic. The modern airport, the railway stations of Neryungri- Passazhirskaya, Neryungri- Gruzovaya and Berkakit, secure a reliable communication link of the Republic with many destinations in the country.
