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Captain James Cook (27 Ociol (0.5~ 14 February 1779) was an English explorer. navig:
cartographer. Cook returned to Hawaii in 1779, After sailing around the archipelago for some eight weeks, he made
fandfall at Kealakekua Bay, on what is now the ‘Big Island' of Hawaii. Cook' arrival may have coincided with a
season of worship for the Polynesian god Lono, the Makaiki. Indeed the form of CooK's ship. HMS Resolution, or
more particlarly the mast formation, sl an rigain. resembled certain sgnificant arifacts that Frmed prt of he
season of worship 2L Similarly, Cook's clockwise route around the islands before making landfall resembled the
processions that ook place in a clockwise direetion around the island during the Lono festivals. It has been argued
that such coincidences were the reasons for Cook's (and 1o a limited exten, his crew's) initial deification by some
Hawaiians who treated Cook as an incaration of Lono.

After a montlsstay. Cook got under sail again to resurse his exploration of the Northern Pacific, However, shortly
after leaving the Big Island. the foremast of the Resofurion broke and the ships returned to Kealakekua Bay for
repairs. It has been hypothesized that the return to the islands by Cook’s expedition was not just unexpected by the
Havaians bt mveicome bcause h season of Lono hd ecntly ended:n ny ase esions oseanda numberof
quarrels broke ot betseeen the Furopeans and Hawaiians.

It was October 1911 and in Antarctica Captain
Robert Scott and eleven companions were setting off
to the South Pole. Nobody had ever reached the Pole
before. In front of them lay 1400 kiometers of snow
and ice.

However, Scott had a rival - the Norwegian explorer,
Roald Amundsen. Amundsen had originally pianned
‘an expedition to the North Pole, but the American
explorer, Robert E. Peary, had beaten him o it. So
Amundsen had changed his plans and sailed south to
the Antarctic.
The two expeditions were very different. Scott had
chosen horses to pull hs group's siedges. He also
had a few motor sledges. Food and fuel for the
expedition had already been placed along the first
part of the route. Amundsen, however, set off with
‘only four companions and 52 dogs to pull their
sledges. They didn't take a lot of food with them.
When the men and the dogs nesded food, they.

Killed one of the dogs and ate it

Scott's expediton started badly. The motor sledges.
broke down and the horses couldn' survive in the
cold weather. Scoft sent most of the team back to the.
base. Then he and four companions walked the rest
of the journey pulling their own sledge.

‘Scott reached the Pole first and when his

group finally arrived, they found Amundsen's flag
there. Bittely disappointed, they started the journey
back {0 the base, but they never reached t. Just 18
Kilometers from the base they were trapped in their
tent by a terrible snowstorm and died there.

As for Amundsen, he returned home as a hero. Then
in 1928 he learnt that his friend, Nobile, an ltalian
explorer had disappeared in the Arctic Amundsen set
off by plane to look for him. Nobile was later found
alive, but Amundsen was never seen again.
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Henry Hudson

About three hundred years ago a brave sailor, Henry Hudson by name,
set out from England in a small ship, with a small crew, to sail across the
Atlantic Ocean. Three times they returned home with wonderful stories
of difficulties which they had to go through. The fourth time Hudson set
out from England in a boat called “The discovery”. He explored Hudson
Strait and Hudson Bay and named them after himself, as the first man to
discover them.

The troubles began. Winter came in. Ice began to cover the bay and they
could not escape from it. There was little food, many sailors were ill.
And the crew rebelled. They tied Hudson, his little son, and a few
others, placed them in an open boat and left them in an icy sca, far from
help, without food and water. Nobody heard about the little boat and its
starving crew, and Hudson, the brave explorer, died tragically in the
waters of the bay which he himself discovered.
