P1:  I think they are put into homes for elderly people because they are unable to look after themselves properly.

P2: They are put there  because they are very old and ill and have no relatives or friends.

P3:  The elderly are put into such homes because they have bad relatives. They don’t want to look after their old parents or grandparents.

P4: We have been there. We showed a concert for the elderly. They like it very much. We go there every year in October.

P5: As for me I have never been there.

P6: I would never put my Granny into home for elderly people even the conditions are very good. I think for old people it is better to live at home with their children.

P6: They get wiser, have more experience and the ability to help with advice. I don’t think 
they live a boring life.
