Dialogue 5.  At the Shishkin House Museum. 
Guide 1:Dear guests! Nice to meet you. Now we are in the Shishkin House Museum. It is
              interesting to know that our town is the homeland of the great Russian artist
              I.I.Shishkin. He was born in Yelabuga in 1832 in the  family of  merchant Ivan
              Vasilyevich Shishkin. He spent his childhood in the house which is now the House-
             Museum of Ivan Shishkin. It is the only museum devoted to famous painter, which was
             opened in 1975. Also the mode of merchants’ life of that time is represented here.
Guide 2:The Shishkin House Museum is a treasure of real works of fine art of the XIX century
              made by Shishkin and his friends. Not far from our museum you can see the Monument 
             to well-known painter I.I.Shishkin which was placed in Yelabuga in 1991; and of course 

             you’ll see the Shishkin’s Ponds which were restored on the bank of the Toima river in
             2005.

Dialogue 6.  The Memorial Complex of M.Tsvetaeva
Guide 1: Dear guests! I welcome you to one of the most beautiful places of our town! Now we are in the Memorial Complex of M.Tsvetaeva. The Memorial Complex created in 2002 includes now the Memorial House, the Petropavlov Cemetery with the grave of the poet, the Literary Museum.
