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We are a class 6 A from school 72 . (In Russia schools have numbers, not names. We have 29 pupils in our class and we have a lovely teacher- Volina Yelena Anatolievna. Our group (10 pupils) attend English Club where we communicate with pupils all over the world.
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 We live in Ryazan. Our city is very beautiful and ancient. It stands on the river Oka. Ryazan is 913 years old (!) There are about 500 000 people in it. There are three theaters, a circus, five cinemas, and lots of parks. We even have Kremlin in our city. It’s not like in Moscow but it’s also very beautiful. We have lots of supermarkets. The biggest is Globus.
