1. Grin

Part the lips. Spread them aside and show the teeth. Close the lips.The lips are flat. Don’t protrude the lips.

2. Broad grin
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        3. For the lower lip

Make the lips flat. Press them against the teeth. Raise the lower lip and touch the edge of the upper teeth. Keep the upper teeth shown. Lower the lip. Keep the lips tense.

4. For the upper lip

Make the lips tense and flat. Show the teeth. Lower the upper lip. Raise the upper lip. Keep the lower lip tense.

                   5. For the lips (trunk)

Protrude the lips and make a small round opening between them. Breathe out the air through the opening.

   6. Trunk - grin

Make the lips flat. Protrude the lips. Breathe out the air through the opening. Quickly spread the lips aside and show the teeth. Protrude them again.

7. Interdental position of the tongue

Make the lips flat. Open the mouth. Press the sides of the tongue against the upper teeth. Push the tongue forward until its blade is between the teeth. Breathe out the air through the opening between the upper  teeth and the blade of the tongue.
