Visit the first native village of Sikachi Alyan ethnographic tourist complex. It will introduce you to the ancestral traditions of the aboriginal people. With so much to see and do, why not take in this attractions.You are welcome!
Petroglyphs 
Peoples of the Far East created their unique fine arts. The origins of it go well into the most remoted ages. Many archeological excavations which have been done in the regions of the Amur basin, Kam​chatka and Chukotka have proved this. For example, investigations of sights hav​ing samples of the ancient fine arts clearly show that the Amur basin peoples have created their unique art complexes as far back as Neolithic ages, which is more then five thousand years ago. These unique cul​ture complexes influenced even the cul​tures of the bordering areas. Among the most representatives, we may mention the petrogliphes of Sikachi-Alyan figures on the rocks near the village of Kalinovka, and rock paintings in the vicinity of a nomadic camp of May. As for the petrog​liphes of Sikachi-Alyan, they are attract​ing interest of scholars now for many decades. The ancient artists, using basalt cliffes and rocks made carvings of stylized anthropomorphic faces — the lychinas, images of deers, elks, reptiles. The petrog​liphes still excite everyone who comes to these ancient sources of the modern arts of the aboriginals

 Slide 6  Lake Amut – the Pearl of the Far East

    To the north of Khabarovsk lies a chain of beautiful forest lakes. Grand Tour invites you to take a journey to the wilderness and to discover Lake Amut which is a true pearl of this lake chain – a unique native habitat for fresh-water turtle – endemic species that can not be found anywhere in the world. 
330 million years ago in the Paleozoic this territory was covered with the ancient sea which was warm and shallow giving life to many wild species. But massive eruptions changed the landscape and numerous lakes and swamps appeared there instead. 
The lake Amut region today is the land covered with many big and small lakes surrounded by wild forests. 
    But the main local curiosity is not only the Khabarovsk krai. Lakeland with its diverse flora and fauna but also a unique cave complex – the fascinating underground world which is available to the tourists today. 
    The lake Amut region is home for many northern species such as bear, Manchurian deer, musk-deer, sable, wolverine, Himalayan black bear, elk, fox, chipmunk and many other animals and birds. 
Take a journey to the wilderness with Grand Tour! 

Slide 7.   The Sanballi Caves are located in the country of high mountains and big rivers. Local climate is referred to as monsoon climate but it is too severe for this latitude. This is the land of permafrost. Forest vegetation is picturesque and diverse with such a wonderful combination of northern and subtropical plants growing together like cedars, oaks, larches and wild grapes and lianas.
Karst formation prevented full-scale wood harvesting in the region and contributed to organization of recreational zone there. The caves are surrounded by mostly central and southern type conifer forest that makes you feel like being in a fairy tale. Some cedar trunks are 1.5m in diameter at the height of 1m above the ground. 

   By now the speleologists have already explored the five out of so many Sanbali caves including the longest cave in the Russian Far East called the Guard’s Lance. The area of the massif adjacent to the caves is around two square kilometers. The entrances to the Guard’s Lance are 32m deep; total length of its passages is 1225 which makes it fall under the 2B category, type G cave difficulty according to the federal classification.     The Guard’s Lance consists of several grottoes called Halls.

The ice level in the grotto keeps rising steadily. In its far end there is big round hole leading to the neighboring cavities called Tale and Steps. 

    Tale is much more beautiful than the Steps. It has lots of ice decorations – stalagmites – cone-shaped or pencil-shaped ice formations growing from the floor towards an ice stalactite as water drips from the roof.

Deep inside the cavity it is relatively warm, the walls and ceilings bear some ice decorations – transparent ice figurines which are strange in shape but very beautiful. 
    So we have visited only one out of many Sanbali caves. Take a journey to the mysterious underground world with Grand Tour.

Slide 8.  The Flower Lake

The lotus flower appeared in legends originating from ancient Egypt. Growing from the mud at the bottom of ponds and streams, the exquisite Lotus flower rises above the water and is usually pink with 15 or more oval, spreading petals, and a peculiar, flat seedcase at its center. 

This is a symbol of the sun, of creation and rebirth. Because at night the flower closes and sinks underwater, at dawn it rises and opens again. According to one creation myth it was a giant lotus which first rose out of the watery chaos at the beginning of time. From this giant lotus the sun itself rose on the first day. 
HABITAT: Grows along lakes and rivers in wet soil. 

Traditional or Historical Uses
Provides a relaxing, euphoric sensation. May help relieve muscle spasms. For some, it may act as an aphrodisiac. Egyptian Blue Lotus is a sedative, antispasmodic, and ethnogen.
The Flower Lake occupies area about five hectares. In the end of July - beginning of August the lake is covered with lotus flowers. 
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Lotus is a water grassy plant of the lotus specious. It [image: image2.jpg]


has the knotty root system. Leaves are grey-green with the radial lines on their bottom part. Flowers are single, pink and large, up to 23-27 sm in diameter. Flowers are heliotropes - turn right to the Sun. The fruit has a number of nuts. Komarov's lotus is the relic representative of the most ancient flowers. Lotus is included into the Russian Federation Red book.

 8 km from the Flower lake (52 km from the Vyasemsk city) on the Ussuri riverside the Sheremetyevo settlement is located. The settlement was based in 1860. In school building there is a museum room, where the material on the history of the settlement is assembled. There are rock drawings near the settlement, dated by the 3-1 millenniums B.C., two sites of ancient settlements, dated by X-XII and IV-VIII centuries B.C.

THE KHABAROVSK TERRITORIAL MUSEUM OF REGIONAL STUDIES AFTER N.I. GRODEKOV

ARCHAEOLOGY Archaeological department was opened on the base of the Grodekov  Museum in 1998. It is placed at the separate building which before October revolution was the property of a merchant V.P. Lubben, the owner of a brewery. Archaeological reserves of the museum include more than 35000 items. 1200 of them are of great scientific value and they are available to visitors in the archaeological department. 

There are five thematic sections in the exposition which cover the period from the origin of [image: image3.jpg]


human beings to the Mongolian invasion.

Cultures of the Paleolithic period or the so ow 
Amur 13000 years 
ago arose the great interest. Impressive brightly ornamented ceramics of the Middle and Late Neolithic Age astonish our imagination. There are also fragments of big vessels painted with raddle and also bas-relief depictures of human faces and animals. 
called Old Stone Age (30000-13000 years B.C.) are shown in the first section. Visitors can find themselves in the Stone Age looking at the diorama where the temporary site of ancient hunters and some stone implements are reconstructed. The remnants of the most ancient pottery which was made in the L
The unique exhibits of the Neolithic art are represented in the exposition. Among them there are statuettes-figures of women-well known as "The Amur Venus". 

Illustrations, pictures and exhibits of the third section inform on the monumental memorials of the ancient art in Priamurye - cliff-pictures and petroglyphs. The first of them appeared 8000-10000 years ago. Visitors' attention is attracted by the copies of the basaltic blocks made in the settlement Sikachi-Alyan. There are depictures of human faces on the stones cut out by hands of ancient people.

Traveling from one section to the other visitors can have a look upon many millenniums and penetrate into the atmosphere of ancient epochs.
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
