Shishkin is one of Russia’s outstanding landscape painters. He was born in 1832, in Yelabuga, a small town on the banks on the Kama River. In 1852, he entered the Moscow Art School. After graduating in 1856, Shishkin entered the St.Petersburg Academy of Fine Arts. In 1857 he was awarded one of the highest Academy prizes, the silver medal in drawing. He graduated from the Academy with its highest award, the First Gold Medal, and a three-year scholarship to study abroad. When he came back to Russia, he was already famous for his artistic reproductions of nature. In his best canvases “Rye”, “Morning in the Pine Wood”, “The Oaks”, “Windfallen Wood”, and others, he showed the power and beauty of nature.
