Text.

V. Zaiko was born in 1953 in a small town – Laya, Sverdlovskaya region, in a military family. She liked drawing since her childhood, so her parents sent her to the University of Applied Art on the department of painting and graphics. 

After graduating, in 1976, Vera entered the Art Studio of Gleb Bekleshov, a member of the Society of Russian Painters, whose works influenced her greatly. At that time she took an active part in organizing different mobile art exhibitions to small provincial towns of Habarovskaya region.

In 1997 Vera Zaiko left Habarovsk for Porkhov and a year later she opened her first private exhibition where the artist represented her best works: landscapes of Porkhov countryside, some still-lifes and portraits. As a portrait painter Zaiko displayed the ability to understand and reveal the inner world of her sitters. The visitors were also charmed by her embroidery panels.

Now V. Zaiko lives in Porkhov , she works as a teacher in our local Boarding School. The teacher organized a school club called “The Town of Craftsmen” where she teaches her pupils not only to draw pictures but to love and understand art.
