Alice: My name is Alice Brown. What is your name?

Sasha: My name is Alexander. Please call me Sasha.

Alice: It’s nice to meet you, Sasha.

Sasha: It’s nice to meet you, too.

Alice: Where are you from, Sasha?

Sasha: I’m from Moscow. Where are you from?

Alice: I’m from New York. I was on vocation in Moscow with my parents and my brother, Danny. We visited friends there. It was very interesting. Where are you going?

Sasha: We are going to New York. We’ll live there in a  camp for youth for two weeks.

Alice: Great!

Sasha: Alice, is “ on vocation” the same as “on holidays”?

Alice: Yes, it is. It’s an American expression. have you ever been to America?

Sasha: No, this will be first time in America.

Alice: You’ll have a great time.

Sasha: What from are you in, Alice?

Alice: I’m in the eighth grade. In America we say “grade” not “from”. What grade are you in? 

Sasha: I’m in the eighth grade too. I’m 14.

Alice: I’m 14 too. Do you know what it is?

Sasha: Yes, it’s 6:10 p.m.

Alice: Oh, we’ve been flying for 5 hours already.

Sasha: Look! We’re flying over the Atlantic Ocean!

Alice: It this your first time on a plane?

Sasha: No, I flew to Great Britain last year, but we didn’t fly over the ocean.

Alice: You speak English very well.

Sasha: Thank you. I have been studying English for two years. When I was in London. I learned that there are many differences between British English and American English , Is that true?

P.4.: Let’s remember some facts about the USA. At our English lessons we’ve read a lot of information about this country.

Ira: The USA occupies a large territory. It’s situated in the central and southern part of Northern America. It is washed by the Atlantic Ocean in the east and by the Pacific Ocean in the west. The USA consists of 50 states. Some states are famous for their busy cities. Other states are known for their tree-covered mountains. Others consist of miles and miles of rich farmland. ( о символах: флаг, статуя Свободы).

Alice: Excuse me, what do you know about my country else?

Sasha: I have always been interested in the USA. I’ve read many books about it. The United States is a large country with many different natural wonders. It goes from the shores of the Atlantic Ocean to the islands of Hawaii in the Pacific, and from cold, snowy northern Alaska to sunny Florida in the southeast. The USA has almost every kind of weather. Also, it has many kinds of land – rocky coasts, dry empty deserts, powerful rivers, wide plains and grasslands, lakes of all sizes, high mountains great forests, sunny beachers.

Olga: My older brother visited some interesting places in this country last year:the National Gallery of Art, the Lincoln Memorial in Washington. But he got a great impression of Disneyland in Los Angeles. It is a place for children and thier parents.At Disneyland you can have a voyage on a boat, you can take a train, travel to the stars ,take a trip to the mountains, meet all the Disney characters or just sit in the sun and eat ice-cream.

Alice: Do you know what is the longest river  in the USA?

Ann: Yes, I do. It’s the mighty Mississippi together with the Missouri. The Mississippi travels through several  states ,and becomes larger and more powerful. Among other big rivers are the Colorado and the Missouri. The Colorado river in the Rocky Mountains, the Niagara  Falls are the most beautiful in the world.

Alice: I’d like to add some interesting facts about the Niagaro Falls...

Masha: The Grand Canyon is one of American’s main tourist attractions. It is so big that you must go there yourself to feel its size and beauty. The Colorado River formed the Grand Canyon over millions of years...

Teacher: I want to add some facts about Grand Canyon. For more than 10 million years the Colorado River has been iroding the land along its course in northern Arizona  ,creating the awesome landscape of the Grand Canyon. Theodore Roosvelt wanted to preserve the national wonder,saying:” The ages have been at work on it, and man can only marit. In 1919 Congress heeded his warning and created Grand Canyon National Park.

Teacher: As for as you know every country has its own traditions, customs. You’ve read a lot of information about it. Who remembers anything?

Kate: Every nation and every country has its own traditions and customs.American holidays are strikingly different in origin. A holiday has simply become for most Americans, a day off from work.

The major holidays in the USA are:

New Year’s Day January,1st. People stay awake until after midnight on December 31 to watch the Old Year out and the New Year in”. Many parties are given on this night. Theatres, night clubs, restaurants are crowded.

Velentine’s Day, February 14. It is not a national holiday. Banks and offices do not close, but it is a happy little festival in honour of St. Valentine, patron of sweethearts and lovers.

Washington’s Birthday  February 22. 

In addition to commemoratimg the birth of the United States’ first President. It is a great day for shoppers. It is not a national holiday...

There are many other holidays in the USA: Easter  ,Memorial Day May,30, Independence Day,July,4,Labor Day,the first Monday in September, Hallowen, October 31, Veterans Day and many more...

Teacher: Kate, you are right. They have got many traditions, holidays. But a lot of them are borrowed of other countries. The United States is like a meiting pot for people. In the past, people from many different European countries came to the US and made one country out of many.
