      Machu Picchu is an Inca ruin located on a mountain ridge, 2 430 metres above the Urubamba Valley in Peru. It is sometimes called the “Lost City of Incas”.

     Historians believe that the city was built by the ruler of the time, Sapa Inca Pachacuti. The building of the city began in about 1440, 1) _________________. However, only about 750 people lived in the city at any one time, and it is believed that, like the Roman villas, the city was a country retreat, 2) _________________. Probably only a few people lived in the city town during the rainy weather, or when none of the nobility were visiting.

       The site is comprised of a large palace and temples for worshipping Inca gods. These buildings are situated around a courtyard, 3) _________________.

       The site of Machu Picchu may have been chosen for its unique location and geological features. Some say that the silhouette of the mountain range behind Machu Picchu symbolizes the face of an Inca looking up towards the heavens, 4) _________________.

     Although local people continued to visit Machu Picchu after the Spanish invasion, the city was forgotten by the outside world for hundreds of years. Then, on July 24, 1911, Hiram Bingham III, an American historian and lecturer at Yale University,  5) ____________________. He had been looking for the city of Vitcos, which was the last Inca refuge during the Spanish conquest of Peru. Bingham wrote a number of books and articles about the discovery of Machu Picchu, including the book entitled “The Lost City of the Incas”, 6) ______________________.

       Today, Machu Picchu is a popular tourist destination, with thousands of visitors walking the ancient Inca roads each year. Unfortunately, the number of people visiting the site is endangering its very existence.
