Try to answer these questions to see if you know more about this international organization.
1. Who is the Secretary General of the UNO at the moment? (Ban Ki-Moon of South Korea, assumed the post on the first of January, 2007)

2. UNESCO is a part of the United Nations. What do these letters stand for? What is it concerned with? Where is it based? 
UNESCO – United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (Организация ООН по вопросам образования, науки и культуры), an organization that provides support in education, science and culture, especially for poorer countries)

3. UNICEF is a part of the United Nations. What do these letters stand for? What is the aim of this organization? 
UNICEF - United Nations International Children’s Emergency Fund (Фонд ООН помощи детям), an organization that helps children in the world suffering from diseases and hunger)

4. What is the function of the UN peace-keeping force?

The UN peacekeepers (often referred to as Blue Berets) help countries torn by conflict create the conditions for lasting peace. They monitor and observe peace processes in post conflict areas. In other words, their primary task is to maintain international peace and security.

5. What are the permanent members of the UNO?  
People's Republic of China, the French Republic, the Russian Federation, the United Kingdom, and the United States of America.)

6. Which of the two comprises more countries: the General Assembly or the Security Council? 
The General Assembly is the only body in which all UN members are represented. The General Assembly occupies a central position in the operation of the United Nations. The Security Council, the most important powerful part of the United Nations, which is responsible for making sure that countries behave peacefully towards each other, and for deciding what the United Nations should do if countries go to war. It is a committee of the permanent members (the US, the UK, Russia, France, and China) and ten other members who change every two years. Recently, many countries have suggested that there should be more permanent members of the Security Council, such as Japan and Germany.)
