Last time you asked me to describe one of  the favourite american children's holiday-Halloween. I'm writing about it with pleasure. Halloween is the day or evening before All Saints' Day. Many Halloween stories and games are hundreds of years old. Then people believed in devils, witches and ghosts. Now most people do not believe in devils.
American children celebrate Beggar's Night as Irish children did in the 17tn century. They dress up in Halloween costumes and go out into the streets to beg. They go from house to house and knock on the door. When people come to the door the children say "Trick or treat". People give the children sweets, cookies and apples.
The most favourite Halloween custom is to make a jack-o-lantern. The children scrape out a pumpkin and cut the eyes, nose and mouth. They light inside the pumpkin to scare their friends. They set Jack -o-lanterns in the Windows. An old legend says that at midnight on Halloween all pumpkins leave their vines and do springing dance across the fields. After the parade the festival lasts almost till early morning.
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
