	1 The beginning of the lesson

	2 Warm – up 
	Before speaking about sports, let’s find out what it is. (слайд №2)
a) There is a definition of sport on the blackboard: “Sport – an activity needing physical effort and skill and usually done fore pleasure and fun”. Will you read it aloud, please? 

b) Now tell me, please: What are the purposes of sports? Why do your parents, your teachers, your classmates and you go in for sports? (probable answers: to have fun, to entertain, to compete, to relax, to have strong body…).(слайды №3,4,5)
c) Now open your textbooks on page 88 ex.1There are two pictures there. I guess we have already proved that the man is doing sport, it’s clear. But I have got a question: Is the monkey doing sport? (No, it wants to have food). (Как вариант: слайд№6. What is the man doing? What is the horse doing?)
