BerynuTensHoe CIIOBO YUUTEIS:

«Good morning to everybody! Nice to see you and our quests! Today we have a
special lesson in a form of a TV bridge between two teams of your English group.
You have been divided into two groups: the first group is our British guests and the
second is our Russian pupils. I think we need two experts from each group. Oh, I
see them. Take your place, please. The topic of our lesson is “Secondary education
in Britain and Russia”. We’ll speak about schools in our country and in Britain,
about what professions pupils can get during their studying at school and where
pupils can go after school. Also we try to understand why English language is so
popular among young people and used as a world language.

And now we are greeting our British quests. They are pupils of the English
school. They can speak about their school’s life and their education. And of course,
we are greeting our Russian pupils, who can prove their knowledge of English
language.

Let’s start our talking. I think we know some information about British
education. Now listen to some information from our British quests about primary
school in England and after that our pupils say some words and we compare it.»

Pupil 1. (Topic). Primary schools in England.

In Great Britain schools begin at the age of four or five. In England school year
begins on the first Monday of September. Classes usually begin at nine. English
children have classes five days a week. Saturdays and Sundays are their days off.
There are state and private schools in England.

At the age of four or five children go to infant schools. They often sit at their desks
but they also often sit on the floor. They draw pictures, sing songs, play games.
They begin to learn how to read, count and write a little too.

When children are seven they go to junior schools. Their subjects are: English,
Math, History, Nature Study, Geography, Art, Music, Swimming, P.E. and
Religion. In many primary schools children wear uniforms. Sometimes different
schools have different colours of uniform.

Pupil 2. T can add that we have state schools and private ones. State schools are
infant, junior or secondary. British children begin to read and write when they
enter the infant school. Young children are divided into two groups, according to
their mental abilities. When the pupils enter the junior school they pass abilities
test. According to the results of the test and their intellectual potential they are
divided into three groups. Boys and girls spend four years studying at junior
schools. Then they pass exams again and enter the secondary schools. There are
different types of secondary school in Britain. They are: grammar schools, modern
schools and comprehensive schools. English pupils attend secondary schools from
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tradition. A boy’s uniform includes a school cap, a tie and a blazer. A girl’s
uniform consists of a hat, a coat, a skirt and a blouse. The uniform is vary from
school to school. Children spend a lot of time outdoors. They visit different
museums and other famous and interesting places.

Teacher: It’s very interesting information. And what can our pupils say about their
schools?

Pupil 3. As for children in this country they go to school at the age of seven. It is a
primary school. At the primary school children learn to read, to write and to count.
Also they draw pictures, sing songs and play games at school. The teachers are
kind and clever. We often visit museums, the circus and many interesting places.

Pupil 4. In Russia schools begins on the first of September. Most Russian pupils
have classes five days a week. As usual our schools are modern buildings. We
have a sport ground near our school. We have a library and a modern gym in our
school. Many different district sport competitions are taken there. The classrooms
are large and light. Now many schools have modern computer classes. As for me I
have many friends at school and I spend a lot of time here. We have different
activities after classes. My favourite subjects are Math and English, Art and P.E.
Of course I like my school very much.

Teacher: Thanks for this information. And I think our experts can generalize and
make a conclusion according to this information.

Experts are working with the information and making the conclusion. (3Byunt
My3sbika). After that they print it in comparative table. (ITpmioxenue 1).

Teacher: The rest of the lesson is devoted to a discussion. I want you to answer my
questions and prove or disprove the following:

1. Is English educational system different from Russian?

2. What kinds of school are in this country and abroad?

3. How many terms have an English and Russian school year?

4. Do boys and girls study together?

5. Where can schoolchildren go after school?

6. We know British pupil can leave school and a full-time job. British pupils can
get a job during their studying at school. And what about our pupils?

Teacher: Let’s start our discussion.

Russian pupil; To my mind English educational system is quite different from what
we have in our country. It is class-divided. British boys and girls begin to go to
school at the age of five and we go to school at the age of seven. In Russia pupils
are not divided into groups, according their mental abilities.
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According the results of the test and thus their intellectual potential they are
divided into three groups. Boys and girls spend four years studying at junior
schools. After that they pass exams again and enter the secondary school. You’ve
heard that there are different types of secondary schools in Britain?

Russian pupil: I am sorry, but I have a question. Can you describe each kind of
these schools in a short way?

British pupil: Yes, of course, I can explain. In the modern school pupils do not
learn foreign languages. Boys and girls who are interested in working with their
hands and learning in a practical way can go to a technical school and learn some
trade. Some children go to technical schools. Most courses there are either
commercial or technical. In grammar schools pupils receive better theoretical
education. After finishing grammar school pupils have good knowledge and may
continue studying in colleges and universities. And the other school type is
comprehensive school. These schools usually combine all types of secondary
education. They have Physics, Chemistry, Biology laboratories, machine
workshops for metal and woodwork and also Geography, History and Art
departments, commercial and domestic courses.

British pupil; I can add there are also many schools which the State does not
control. They are private schools. They charge free for educating children and
many of them are boarding schools, at which pupils live during the term time.

Sometimes boys and girls do not study together there. It is common that
aristocracy sons go to these schools and parents pay a lot of money for their
education. These schools are called public. Independent and preparatory schools
are private ones too. They prepare children for public schools and take money for
the training. The teachers of the private schools can pay more attention to each of

the pupil personally. It is possible to enter the best English universities after
leaving public schools.

Teacher; Thanks for your answers and now let’s see some photos of different
schools in Britain. (TIpe3enTars)

Russian pupil: I want to tell we have also different kinds of schools in Russia.
They are state and private too. But I think if you are interested in studying and
think about your future, you will get a good education even at usual secondary
school. As for our schools I can say that we have very good and clever teachers.
They are kind an attentive. They give strong knowledge and always help you in
any difficult situation. We study many subjects and I think that it helps us in future.

Usually our pupils pass their exams at the end of the ninth or eleventh forms. But
why do you pass your exams so often?

British pupil: Pupils are steamed according to their abilities to learn into A, B, C
or D steams. The best children are in the A and the worst are in the D steam. Pupils
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they write their Eleven Plus Examinations on the results of which they will go to
the following September either to a Secondary, Modern, Technical, Grammar or
Comprehensive school. Those who receive the highest marks are sent to the
Grammar school, the next best — to the Technical school, the others — to the
Modern school. The Comprehensive school takes pupils of these three types of
schools.

British pupil: I can add that after receiving the General Certificate of Education a
pupil can either leave the school or continue his studies for another 2 or 3 years in
what is called the “Sixth form” to receive the same Certificate but at the advanced
level. The universities usually require from their applicants a few subjects at this
level.

Russian pupil: At our school we receive different trades: driver, welder, mechanic,
and sew-designer. After leaving school our pupils can go to work. What trades can
you study?

British pupil: The Secondary Modern schools are attended by about 75% of the
pupils of their age-group. The following courses: secretarial, trade and commerce,
agriculture, gardening are taught at these schools.

The Secondary Technical schools take in about 5% of the pupils, and they give a
general technical education. It serves those pupils who are more mechanically
inclined.

Russian pupil: As for our school year we have four terms and holidays in autumn,
in winter, in spring and the longest in summer. What about English school year?

British pupil: Our British year is different. We have three terms. Winter term
begins in September and ends in the middle of December; spring term is from
January till the end of March. And summer term — from the middle of April till the
first part of July.
