Read the text about police in Britain
1.

Before the 19th century, Great Britain had no organized police system. In 1829 Sir Robert Peel , England’s Home Secretary, introduced and guided through Parliament  “The Metropolitan Act of 1829”. Metropolitan Police Force was created by this Act.  It was the first organized British police force.

          In Britain different areas have different police forces. For instance, the Metropolitan police – the largest police force in the country operate in London, but there are different police forces in the counties outside London.
The top man in each police force is Chief Constable. He is appointed by the

local Watch Committee which is a committee of the local government. The Watch Committee can dismiss him, too, if the central government agrees. The Chief Constable appoints all the officers below him in his force. 
Things are slightly different in London. The top man is known as the Metropolitan Police Commissioner and his appointment is arranged through the central government. Home Secretary performs general direction of the Metropolitan police force. Like the army, there are a number of ranks: after the Chief Constable comes the Assistant Chief Constable, Chief Superintendant, Chief Inspector, Inspector, Sergeant and Constable-a patrolman.

British police are normally not armed. In special cases, when their work becomes dangerous, they can be given firearms however.
All regular police forces have their own Criminal Investigation Department (CID). Members of CIDs are detectives; they deal with detection and investigation of crime and bringing offenders to justice. They do not wear uniforms. 

Each police force has also a uniform department, which deals with the prevention of crime and protection of life and property. Most forces have additional departments and branches such as the mounted branch, the dog branch, the river police, women police, traffic police and others for dealing with special aspects of police work.

The main goals of the Metropolitan Police are similar to those of any other police force in the country, namely, the maintenance of law and order, recovery of lost or stolen property, apprehension of offenders, prevention of crime.

In addition the Metropolitan Police Force has some extra functions, for instance, the protection of the Royal Family and some Ministers of the Crown and the policing of the Palace of Westminster where the British Parliament sits, and certain of its departments give assistance, if required, to other forces in the investigation of crime.  

The most famous name connected with the British police is Scotland Yard. It is the headquarters of the London police force. Besides dealing with local police matters, the London police also help all over England and Wales with difficult crimes. They do this at the request of the local police.
