KEYS TO CAPTAINS’   CONTEST-  CHARACTERS  FROM   SHAKESPEARE’S  WORKS

1. Oberon (also spelled Auberon) is a legendary king of the fairies in medieval and Renaissance literature. He is best known as a character in William Shakespeare's play, “A Midsummer Night's Dream”, written in the mid-1590s, in which he is Consort to Titania, Queen of the Fairies. 
2. Valentine and Proteus — from “The Two Gentlemen of Verona”
3. Lord Capulet, in William Shakespeare’s “Romeo and Juliet”, is a loving, but controlling father. Lord Capulet is the head of his family and father to Juliet Capulet. 

4. Benvolio Montague is a fictional character in William Shakespeare's drama “Romeo and Juliet ”. Benvolio in the play of Romeo and Juliet plays an important character as a friend and cousin of Romeo.

5. Horatio is a friend to Hamlet in the tragedy “ Hamlet”.
6. Iago is a fictional character in Shakespeare's “Othello” (c.1601-1604). Iago is a soldier and Othello's ancient (ensign or standard bearer). He is the husband of Emilia, Desdemona's attendant.
