Tver is one of the ancient cultural centres in Russia. The development of the Russian musical culture is closely connected with the musical life of the city. Tver has produced dozens of celebrated musicians, among them M. Mussorgsky, V. Andreev, S. Lemeshev, A. Alexandrov and many others belonging to the national culture. 
M. Mussorgsky, an outstanding Russian composer of the nineteenth century, created the well- known operas «Boris Godunov» and «Khovanshchina» which are still staged all over the world. 
S. Lemeshev, born in Staroye Knyazevo, Tver Region, had a unique tenor and became famous both in Russia and abroad. His admirers can’t but enjoy opera arias and folk songs performed by him. Lemeshev’s inimitable, fascinating voice, called ‘the tenor of the century’, has been enriching people’s souls for many years. 
A. Alexandrov, a talented musician and composer, founded the first school of music in Tver. In 1941 he created his most powerful composition «The Sacred War» – the song that couldn’t leave people indifferent and encouraged Russians in their struggle against fascism. A. Alexandrov is also known to be the author of the National Anthem of the Russian Federation.

Tver musical life today is a mixture of different musical styles. No doubt, the centre of music is the Tver Philharmonic Society. The Art director of the philharmonic society is Vladimir Boyarsky, People’s Artist of the Russian Federation. He has succeeded in providing a highly professional level of performing the best compositions of Russian and foreign music. Since 1999 the Tver Philharmonic Society has been called «Academic». It started a lot of important traditions. Its performers participate in different celebrations in the region, hold charity concerts for war veterans, produce musical programmes for children. The Tver Philharmonic Society has a good experience in staging classical operas, among them P. Tchaikovsky’s «Eugene Onegin» produced by B. Pokrovsky. It also holds popular organ concerts.

The Philharmonic is particularly known for its festivals. More and more new names of celebrated participants appear in the bills. Every new musical season is opened with the festival «Golden Autumn In Tver». This festival is a symbol of the city. The International Bach Festival is connected with the name of the great Bach. Thanks to this festival Tver is considered to be a musical centre of Russia. Tver musicians are a great success at festivals. Tver is the capital of jazz. The International Jazz Festival attracts a great number of orchestras and jazz bands from different parts of the world. The Christmas Festival of Choral Music, the Festival of Art devoted to A. Pushkin, Opera and Easter Festivals are widely known cultural events. Tver lovers of music never miss a chance to join them. 
A wide range of serious music is performed by the chamber orchestra «Rossiyskaya Camerata», conducted by A. Kruzhkov. «Rossiyskaya Camerata» and «Russian Partes», a chamber choir, have conquered the hearts of the audience and both are a box-office success. Today’s Tver is rich in talented vocalists such as Vadim Tiron, Tatyana Skvortzova, Oleg Grigorashchenko, Anatoly Bykov and others whose brilliant performing makes Tver citizens proud of their countrymen.

Those who prefer modern musical styles to classical music have a great opportunity to admire rock and rap, dance to beat or rock’n’roll, listen to alternative music, enjoy other styles. Welcome to Tver, the centre of musical life!
