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Listen to me and check your suggestions.

The theatre is called “Bolshoi” not only because of its size, but because of its great contribution to the development of the classical opera and ballet. Here the performances of many operas (“Life for the Tsar” by M. Glinka, “Boris Godunov” by M. Musorgsky, “Prince Igor” by A. Borodin, etc.) and ballets (“Swan Lake” and “The Nutcracker” by P. Tchaikovsky, etc.) were staged.
