1. Warm up.

 (Teacher chooses variant A or B.)

A. * SS fill in the gaps with appropriate words in the question forms.

* SS ask questions about their teacher’s native city/family,etc. to check their work. Teacher gives answers.

* SS exchange information to learn more facts about each other.

* SS give a short presentation about their partners.

* T asks SS different types of questions about this or that learner to check how attentive they are.

B.  T distributes 10 pictures or asks SS to choose any they like and prepare a short presentation of a product/dish (fish, cheese, salad, etc). The other SS should guess what it is.

T comments on useful expressions to be used by SS.

     2. Reading: 
T presents the new vocabulary/asks to find English equivalents in the text while reading.

* SS read the text.

* T sets up a short discussion to check SS` understanding of the text (new vocabulary, questions, comments, elements of translation)

* T chooses tasks to be done.

T distributes tasks and asks SS to do them, gives the models of special questions (the Pres. S., the Past S) on the board and asks SS to do the task D.

* T checks SS`work.

3. Listening.

* T pays SS` attention to the points in ex A, B and plays the cassette ( see Elementary Tapescripts, 9.7 My favourite food, p. 120).

* T sets up a brainstorming activity (ex A)

* SS complete sentences (ex B) with appropriate words

* SS listen to the cassette to check their work (having exchanged their papers).
