The Blue Mountains  National Park is one of the most beautiful places in the world.  The Mountains are called “Blue”, as the Eucalyptus shimmer in the distance, creating a hazy blue. There are a number of amazing sites to see. The Three Sisters is one famous site that every visitor to the Blue Mountains must stop and see. The park is home to many kangaroos, possums and other wildlife. When walking in the bush, especially in the summer, be aware of snakes. There also a lot of eucalyptus, acacias and peppermint trees.
Kakadu National Park is the largest national park in Australia. The name 'Kakadu' comes from an aboriginal language. Kakadu is home to 68 mammals, more than 120 reptiles, 26 frogs, over 300 freshwater fish. You can see the freshwater and saltwater crocodiles sleeping on the banks of all rivers. Wallabies, cane toads, scorpions are very common in the park. Feral horses, pigs and water buffalo also walk there.   

Yanchep National Park is a national park in Western Australia. The park is home to a great range of flora and fauna. Trees such as Paperbark, Eucalyptus  are found in the woodland areas. Wildflowers including Parrot Bush, Yanchep Rose, Catspaw and Kangaroo paw are also found.

The park is a home place for Koalas, Kingfisher, Swan, Pelican and Black-glove Wallaby.

Litchfield National Park is situated to the north-west of Darwin. 

Common wildlife species include the Antilopine ,Emu,Wallaby, Sugar Glider,  Possum, Black and Little Red Flying-foxes and the Dingo. You can see Orange Leaf-nosed Bat and the Ghost Bat in the caves.

Litchfield is a home place for hundreds of native birds. Black Kites, Drongo,  Dollarbird and other birds are common during the dry season.

The water falls are popular with visitors. They have large pools that attract birds and reptiles.
