Journalist: Dear ladies and gentlemen! We’ve gathered in this hall for a press conference. There’re representatives of authorities, teachers, social experts, examining magistrates, relatives, friends and acquaintances of the Crabtrees’ family and people who are just interested in the case.


Let me introduce some participants to you.

Ms Marple and me Ms Brown, journalist.

The point is that yesterday a crime was committed in our city of  Windsor. Mr Alec  Crabtree, a manager of a big company, was murdered in  Pine Grove house in High Street.

The criminal service of Windsor are examining the accident, but the crime hasn’t been investigated and the murderer hasn’t been found yet.

That’s why the criminal service of London and Ms Marple are going to set to work now.

Ms Marple: Dear ladies and gentlemen! We’ve received the most distressing news. I regret very much by the reason of Mr Crabtree’s untimely death. I do sympathise with you Mrs Crabtree, with all relatives and close friends of the Crabtrees. What a misfortune!

Ms Marple (to Mrs Crabtree and Mrs Fairfax crying): There, there, my dears. For goodness sake!

Mrs Crabtree (in tears): Oh, I'm broken-hearted!       

Mrs Marple (to Mrs Crabtree): Don’t cry, don’t cry! Don’t let your grief get the better of you. Do you want me to find the murderer?

Voices from the hall:

· I’m looking forward to it!

· Do it by all means!

· It’s your must, Ms Marple!

· Do everything you can!

Ms Marple: I’ll find the murderer. I take a vow!

(Approving whispers and cries in the hall)

Ms Marple: Ladies and gentlemen! But it can be done only with your help. Every piece of information about the circumstances concerning the crime is very important.

So I’ve got some questions to Windsor criminal service as well as to close relatives, friends and acquaintances of the Crabtrees’ family.

Ms Marple: By the way, who called the police to Pine Grove house?

Daniel: I did.


  Ms Marple: Which  specialists  of  Windsor criminal service went out to the place of the crime?

  Leader of the group: Six of us went out to the place of the crime: an examining magistrate, an investigator, an interrogator, an expert, a criminalist and I, the leader of the group.

Ms Marple: Have you questioned everybody in Pine Grove house?

Leader of the group: Yes, we have. We’ve questioned  Mrs Anne Crabtree,  Mr and  Mrs Fairfax, Mr Daniel Crabtree and Ms Susan Tender.


Ms Marple: Have you got a record of interrogation with you?


Leader of the group: Yes, we have. Here it is.


Ms Marple: Give it to me, please. (She reads the record of interrogation)


  Journalist: While Ms Marple is reading the record of interrogation, London criminal service have got an opportunity to clear up some matters in a discussion.

(London criminal service ask Windsor criminal service).


  London Criminal Service (LCS): Yeah, we’ve got some questions to our colleagues from Windsor. Tell us at what time the crime was committed yesterday?


  Windsor Criminal Service (WCS): Mr Crabtree was found dead at 11.15, but his watch which had been smashed in the struggle, stopped at 11.05.


  LCS: Who found Mr Crabtree dead? Where was he found dead?


  WCS: Mrs Crabtree  found him dead in his study.


  LCS: Why did Mrs Crabtree go into her husband’s study at 11.15 p.m.?


  WCS: She brought him his bedtime cocoa.


  LCS: How was Mr Alec Crabtree murdered?


  WCS: He was hit on his head with a blunt object.


  LCS: Was the murdered man sitting or lying?


  WCS: He was sitting.


  LCS: Where and in which pose was he sitting?


  WCS: Mr  Crabtree was sitting at the desk in his study with his back to the door.


  LCS: Have you found the blunt object with which Mr Crabtree had been murdered?


  WCS: Yes, we have. It’s a copper vase.


  LCS: If you have some clues found in the Crabtrees’ house on the day of the murder, please, demonstrate them to the people in the hall and explain what they mean.


  WCS: I’ll try. This is the copper vase, badly dented. Usually it was on Mr Crabtree’s  coffee table. But on the day of the murder the vase disappeared from his study. It was found in the flowerbed  behind  the window. A cigarette end was found by the body. Everybody  smoked in the Crabtree’s house, except the master of the house and the maid. A piece of red material was found on the window sill. Mrs Fairfax, Mrs Crabtree and Mr Daniel  Crabtree were wearing red. A will was found in one of the drawers of  Mr Crabtree’s desk in his study. The will left £10.000 to his brother Daniel. Daniel had debts of about £ 9.000. A note was found in Mrs Crabtree’s handbag. It said: “Alec, meet me in the garden at 11 o’clock, Alice”. A letter was found on the desk in Mr Crabtree’s study.  Mr Alec Crabtree had been in the middle of writing a letter before his death. The letter said: “Dear Anne, I don’t know how to tell you this, but I am leaving you. Alice and I …”


  LCS: Have you examined the saliva on the cigarette end, the fingerprints on the vase and the  footprints in the study?


  WCS: Not yet.


  LCS: But we should do it immediately, it’s very important.


  WCS: It will take us only some minutes to identify the clues. We have up-to-date equipment with us.


  LCS: What was everybody doing from 10.30 till 11.00?


  WCS: Everybody was drinking tea, listening to music and playing cards till 11 o’clock, except the maid, who was washing up in the kitchen from 10.30 till 11.15.


  LCS: Who can prove that the maid was washing up in the kitchen?


  WCS:  Mrs Fairfax and Mrs Crabtree can prove it, because they were walking in the hall after        11 o’clock. The door of  the kitchen was open and  they could see the maid washing up in the kitchen.


  LCS: What were other people doing after 11 o’clock?


  WCS: At 11 o’clock the master of the house got up and said that he had a letter to write and he went to his study. Soon after 11 o’clock Mrs Fairfax got up and said that she was hot and needed fresh air. She went downstairs and then she came out of the house. Mr Daniel Crabtree and Mr John Fairfax were watching a TV programme after 11 o’clock.


  LCS: Who can prove that Mr Crabtree went to his study after playing cards?


  WCS: Ms Susie Tender, the maid, can prove it, because she heard the study door opening at just after 11 o’clock.


  LCS: Who can prove that Ms Alice Fairfax went out at just after 11 o’clock?


  WCS: The maid can. She was busy in the kitchen and she heard footsteps at the moment.


  LCS: At what time was Ms Alice Fairfax coming back from the garden?


  WCS: She was coming back from the garden at 11.05.


  LCS: Why do you think  it was Ms Alice Fairfax?


  WCS: We think it was Ms Alice Fairfax, because she went straight to the living room and joined   Mr Daniel Crabtree and Mr John Fairfax watching TV. They both can prove it.


  LCS: How many times did the maid hear footsteps in the hall and the door opening?


  WCS: She  heard footsteps in the hall three times and the door opening once. 


  LCS: We know that for the first time it was Mr. Crabtree, who went to his study to write a letter. For the second time it was Mrs Fairfax coming back from the garden. And who was it for the third time?


WCS: For the third time it was Mrs Crabtree coming back from the garden.


LCS: Is there any information about Mrs Crabtree’s going out?


WCS: No, nobody paid attention to her leaving the room.


LCS: Dear colleagues, thank you for the information.


  Journalist: Dear participants of  the conference! It’s very important to listen to the people from Brighton, because Mr and Mrs Crabtree came from Brighton. They spent their childhood and youth in that town. Let me introduce them to you: Mr Ray, Mr Crabtree’s partner in business; Mr Bell, a principal of the school; Ms Slender, Mr Crabtree’s cousin; Ms Grey, an old acquaintance of Mrs Crabtree; Ms Black, a former neighbour of the Crabtrees.


  Journalist: Mr Ray, will you take the floor, please?


  Mr. Ray: O.K. The company “Crabtree and C” is famous not only in Great Britain, but also abroad. We can make money. Mr Crabtree was a manager of the company. I’d say he was an experienced leader, an honest and easy-going man. All his colleagues respected him very much. I don’t know anything about his family life, but I suppose that Mr Crabtree didn’t enjoy it.


  Journalist: Thanks a lot, Mr Ray.


  Journalist: Mr Bell, will you tell us some words about school years of the Crabtrees?


  Mr. Bell: Well, I’ve remembered Alec Crabtree and Anne Crabtree since their school years, because  they had been my students. Surely, they were quite different. Alec was a hard-working and talented person. He had a lot of positive features of character.


  On the contrary, Anne was a lazy girl. She wasn’t good at school subjects. Besides, her character was rather complicated. I don’t know how they got along with each other.


  Journalist: Ms Slender, perhaps you know some facts from the private life of the Crabtrees? 


  Ms. Slender: Certainly. Alec and I had been growing together. Later, when Alec moved to Windsor, I visited him from time to time and he visited me. Besides, we wrote letters to each other. That’s why I know some facts from his family life which aren’t very enjoyable.


  Honestly speaking, Anne didn’t care about Alec. She needed only his money. She was quite rude with her husband, cunning and greedy.


  Yeah, Alec Crabtree had known Alice Fairfax for a long time. I wasn’t surprised that Alec had met a young lady and fell in love with her.


  Journalist: Thank you, indeed, Ms Slender.


  Journalist: Ms Grey, have you got anything to tell us? 

Ms Grey: I say, what are you driving at? It seems to me, that all the people made an agreement to accuse Anne of the crime. Poor thing! She has suffered a lot. Have all these people got conscience? No, they haven’t!


  Journalist: Thanks.


  Journalist: Well, Let’s listen to Ms Black, a former  neigbour of the Crabtrees.


  Ms Black: I’ll also speak in support of Anne. She isn’t so bad as they’ve described  her. Everybody has bad as well as good features of character. But does it mean that we are able to kill one another?


  Anne likes pets and takes care of them. She never beats them even if they deserve it. No, she couldn’t commit the crime!


  Journalist: Thank you.


  Journalist: Ms Marple, I think that all the information is useful in our case, isn’t it?


  Ms Marple: Yes, it is. Every detail’s very important. To find the murderer we should discover the motives of the crime. Just by that reason I’d like to see the scene which took place in Pine Grove House yesterday from 10.00 till 11.15 p.m. I think it’ll  help me to understand some moments. So I appeal to the people who were in the Crabtree’s house at that time. Do perform the scene from the very beginning to the moment when Mr Crabtree was murdered. Will you?

(The people from Pine Grove house agree to the proposal)


  Mr Fairfax: Why not?


  Daniel: Surely.


  Susie: We must do it.


  Mrs Faifax: It’s out duty.


  Ms Marple: The problem is that Mr Crabtree is dead now. But his part’s very important. Can anybody play Alec Crabtree’s part?


  Examining magistrate of  Windsor Criminal Service: I can. I’ve examined the case thoroughly, step by step. Besides, I knew Mr Crabtree very well.

(The people from Pine Grove house play the scene)

(Somebody knocks at the door. Mr and Mrs Crabtree come to the door and open it.)


  Mrs Crabtree: Visitors! Why, it’s the Fairfaxes! Come in, come in, please!


  Mr Crabtree: Welcome to our home!


  Mrs Fairfax: Here we’re. Hello!


  Mr Fairfax: Hi!


  Mrs Crabtree: Good evening!


  Mr Crabtree: Good evening, everybody!


  Mr Fairfax: We haven’t seen you for ages!


  Mr Crabtree: Nice to meet you!


  Mrs Crabtree: It’s a pleasure! Alice, John, please take off your raincoats and hats and you’re welcome to the sitting-room. I’ll drop into the kitchen to see if everything’s ready.

(Mr Crabtree helps Mrs Fairfax to take off her coat)


  Mr. Crabtree: You look wonderful, Alice!


  Mrs Fairfax: Very pleased, Alec! But you look tired…


  Mr Crabtree: Really? (Laughing). I’ve been working a lot this week. I haven’t slept enough, I haven’t relaxed, either. But I’m happy to see you.


  Mrs Fairfax: The same about me.

(Somebody knocks at the door again.Alec opens it.Daniel comes in)

Daniel: Hi!


  Mrs Crabtree: Hello, dear!


  Mr Crabtree: Well, well, Daniel! By God, it’s good to see you again.


  Daniel: And I’m glad to see you.


  Mrs Crabtree: Now, my dears, will you go to the sitting room?


  Mr Crabtree: Feel at home.


  Mrs Crabtree: Stay as long as you like.


  Mr Fairfax: Thank you.


  Mrs Fairfax: Thanks a lot.


  Daniel: Thank you, indeed.

(All of them take their places)


  Mr Crabtree: Would you like to play cards?


  Mr Fairfax: Oh! It’s a good idea!

(Mr Fairfax takes a packet of cigarettes out of his pocket. He offers some cigarettes to everybody)

            Mr Fairfax: Would you like one, Alec?

Mr Crabtree: No, thanks. You know, I don’t smoke. 
(Mr Crabtree turns on the tape recorder. Everybody plays cards, smokes and listens to music. Mr Crabtree begins to sing the song “Trains and boats and planes…”)
Mrs Crabtree: Susie! Will you bring us some tea?

(Susie comes in, carrying a tray with cups and  saucers, a teapot, a milk-jug, a sugar bowl, a jam-dish and a plate of biscuits).

Susie: Here’s some milk, jam and biscuits for you.

(In a few minutes Mr Crabtree gets up).

Mr Crabtree: Dear guests, excuse me for leaving you, but I’ve a letter to write. I’ll be back soon.

(Susie carries away all the tea things. Alec goes to his study. Other people continue playing cards. Soon Alice gets up).

Mrs Fairfax: Oh, I’m hot. I need fresh air. I’m going to the garden to have a short walk.

Mr Fairfax: Alice, come back quickly, please, and join our company. We’ll be waiting for you.

Mrs Fairfax: Certainly, my dears.

(Alice leaves the room. John and Daniel continue to play cards. Susie comes in. She carries away cups and other tea things).

Susie: Would you like something else?

Daniel: No, thank you.

Mr Fairfax: Thanks a lot.

Susie: If you want anything, call me, please. I’ll be washing up in the kitchen. 
Daniel: O.K., Susie.

Mr Fairfax: Everybody has left us. Maybe, we’ll watch TV?

Daniel: All right.

(They take their seats in front of TV. Soon Alice comes in).

Mrs Fairfax: Is there anything interesting on?

Mr Fairfax: Surely. A very fascinating adventure film, my dear.

Daniel: Yeah, it’s great!

(Mrs Fairfax takes her seat and watches the film with John and Daniel. Anne comes in from the garden and goes into the kitchen. Voices from the kitchen).
Mrs Crabtree: Oh, Susie, I’d like to make cocoa for my husband. He always drinks cocoa at this time.

Susie: Shall I help you, Mrs Crabtree?

Mrs Crabtree: No, thanks. I’ll do it myself.

(Anne goes into Alec’s study, carrying a tray with cocoa and cookies)

Mrs Crabtree: O-o-o-o-h! My dear! A-a-a-a!

Ms Marple (to Mrs Crabtree): Mrs Crabtree, do you smoke?

Anne: Yes, I do, Ms Marple.

Ms Marple: Were you wearing red yesterday evening?

Anne: Yes, I was, Ms. Marple.

Ms Marple: Did anybody see you going out of the house?

Anne: I don’t know … But … I hope that somebody could...

Ms Marple: Who can prove that Mrs Crabtree went out of the house at just after 11 o’clock?

(Silence in the hall)

Ms Marple: Nobody can. There’re no witnesses of it.

Ms Marple (to the maid): Sorry what’s your surname?

The maid: I’m Susie Tender.

Ms Marple: Ms Tender, how did Mrs Crabtree look like when she came into the kitchen from the garden?

Journalist: Did she look usual or unusual, calm or worried?

The maid: When Mrs Crabtree came into the kitchen she looked very excited. Her face and lips were pale, her hands were shaking.

Ms Marple: That’s it! Mrs Crabtree, do you want me to tell you how it all happened?

(Anne keeps silence)

Ms Marple: You couldn’t but notice that your husband fell in love with Mrs Fairfax. From time to time you made sure of it again and again. You understood  that you were loosing  your  husband. You didn’t want to loose him, but you couldn’t change anything  in your family life. It was too late.

Yesterday evening while playing cards and drinking tea Alice Fairfax put a note for Alec onto the table. She wanted to meet Alec Crabtree in the garden. You saw the note and took it. Neither Alice nor Alec noticed you doing it. Alice was sure that Alec had received the note. That’s why she got up immediately after him and went out. It turned out, that Alec wasn’t in the garden, so Alice came back to the sitting room.


  And what about you, Mrs Crabtree? When you got Alice’s note, you went to another room to read it. When you read the note, you got furious … 


  Mrs Crabtree, shall I name the murderer or maybe you’ll do it?

  Mrs Crabtree: That’s enough,Ms Marple! I didn’t murder my husband!


  Mrs Marple: Dear colleagues! Are the results of your research work ready? Please, announce them to the audience.


  Leader of London Criminal Service: The results of our research work are the following: the cigarette end, found by the dead man’s body, the piece of red material, found on the windowsill, the footprints found on the windowsill, the fingerprints found on the vase belong to …

(Noise and cries in the hall)

· Announce the name of the murderer immediately!

· Who is it?

· Oh, my dear!

· Who has murdered poor Alec Crabtree so cruelly?

Leader of London Criminal Service: They belong to Mrs Crabtree! All the above-mentioned things belong  Mrs. Crabtree!

(Noise and cries in the hall)

· Murderer!

· Dead loss!

· It’s hard to believe it!

Ms Marple: Police! To prison! (Showing to Mrs Crabtree)

(2 policemen enter the hall)

Policeman: Hands back! Go ahead!
