Over the years, they have fought for the abolition of slavery, prison reform, the rights of the mentally ill, and the rights of individuals to conscientiously object against warfare. We don't try to turn students or employees into Quakers, but the school's emphasis on the individual has a spiritual basis that we hope infuses our decisions, our activities, and our relationships
George School is a boarding and day school for students in grades 9 through 12. It is wooded and sunny, quiet and energetic, serious and playful. It's a comfortable, stimulating place to be yourself, to discover new worlds, to help others. You can study calculus and social justice. Chinese and woodworking. Chemistry and golf. In short, George School is a great place to get ready for college. But that's just a benefit of getting ready for life.

Students and teachers call each other by their first names. This tradition is founded on the Quaker belief that all people are equal in the sight of God.
 Many students find that this practice of calling teachers by their first names makes teachers seem more approachable.

                                       On-campus service called co-op
All students perform various tasks to help in the daily operations of the school. Each student spends between 1½ to 2 hours each week doing co-op duties. Duties run the gamut from working in the kitchen to running audio-visual equipment to doing recycling pickups. 
Students get new co-op assignments each year. All students can expect to work a minimum of three terms of shift in the dining room during their years here. If students are unable to complete their co-op assignment at the scheduled time, they must make arrangements with their supervisor in advance.

As a Quaker school, the values of service and community are part of our identity. So while you're here, while we immerse you in great literature and complex math concepts, while we push you ever deeper intellectually, we add this challenge: Look outside. 
We believe turning your attention to others is so important that it's both a graduation requirement and a part of the fabric of life on campus.
