1. Valentine’s Day is a time for friends, family and, of course, lovers. But how did it begin? There is a religious version of it. Once in the 3-rd century there lived a man whose name was Valentine. He was a priest. The Roman Emperor didn’t permit his soldiers to marry and to have a family. But Valentine secretly helped the young men and women to become husbands and wives. For that he was put into prison.

2. His jailer had a daughter who couldn’t see. She was blind. The young girl was very kind to Valentine. She brought him food and sometimes talked with him. Valentine fell in love with her. After some time The Roman Emperor decided to execute the priest. On the eve of his execution Valentine wrote a letter to the jailor’s daughter and signed it “From your Valentine”. He was executed on the 14-th of February, 269.

3. The legend says that a pink almond tree, which was a symbol of love, blossomed near the grave some time later. On present days there is a romantic tradition to send your lover a note of love on a postcard, and the last words usually are: “Will you be my Valentine?” The name Valentine is the synonym of the word “lover”. A man who is in love presents his woman a red rose on this day as a symbol of his love. The longer the rose is, the greater is the love.
