N: Let me introduce myself, Sir Isaak Newton!

L: Gotfrid Wilhelm Leibniz!

N: Can’t say that I’m glad to see you.

L: Neither can I.

N: Who doubts my priority in invention of the differential and integral calculus?

L: It’s me and my collegues.

N: But it were you who stole a copy of my notes during your visit to London in 1672.

L: It’s lie! My followers acknowledge my originality which is based on the ideology of finding “all possible universal methods for solving all problems”.
N: The genuine contribution to the development of calculus was mine! And you made only cosmetic changes to my calculus theorems before presenting them as your own.
L: But where did I get them?
N: From my letters to you. There was some important information in them.
L: You were not the only scientist to work on this problem.
N: You Continental Europeans have created a tradition of mathematical conflicts with the English!
L: The time will show who is right!
