Land and sea, valleys and hills, rivers and lakes, bright hot sun and showering rains, soft snow cover in winter and Nature’s spring awaking, that is Primorye, a blessed land of our small fragile planet.


Primorye is located in the East of the Eurasian continent. In the South and East it is washed by the waters of the Sea of Japan and the Pacific Ocean. 


The first inhabitants appeared in Primorye about 45 – 50 thousand years ago.  The period of intensive development of the Far East began in the 17-th century. In 1638 a detachment of Cossacks headed by Ivan Moskvitin were the first Russians to reach the Pacific – the Sea of Okhotsk.


Various independent tribes lived at that time in these eastern parts. They were nomadic hunters for the most part. But Daurs were a settled tribe who engaged in farming and animal husbandry. Russian settlers brought with them a more progressive structure. However, the peaceful life of Russian peasants, Evenks, Nivkhs, Diuchers, Natks, Achans and other peoples were frequently disturbed by the attacks of the neighbouring Manchurian state.


But the ocean coast and islands still remained unexplored as were the seas washing this land of the rising sun, the land which first Russian explorers strove to reach.


Peter the Great was well aware of the importance of Russia’s eastern border when he decided to send a marine expedition headed by Vitus Bering “to find out where Asia meets America”. In this way the southern border was finally established in 1860, and mass settlement of the area began. 


The Socialist Revolution in Russia brought radical changes to this land. Primorye, as the subject of Russian Federation, was formed on October 20, 1938.


On the North it borders the Khabarovsk Province, on the West and South West China and North Korea. Its area makes 165,9 thousand square km, population 2,3 million people.


There are about 50 small and large rivers there, but the Ussuri river, the Bikin and the Razdolnaya rivers are the biggest and the deepest of them. Three-fourth of the territory is covered with the Sikhote-Alin Mountain Range. One of the lakes, Khanka spreads 4190 square kilometers. It is known for wonderful flowers of lotus growing in the lake.


Primorye’s flora and fauna represent a combination of plants and animals of temperate climatic zone and subtropical forests. Cedar, the king of taiga, and legendary ginseng, tigers, deer and many other unique species of plants and animals, insects and birds have made the Ussuri taiga famous to naturalists far outside Primorye.


The climate of Primorye is very particular. It’s rather mild. The main features of the second half of summer are typhoons – three fourth of them fall in August through September.


Due to the convenient geographical position of the region and its rich natural resources the rapid economic development of Primorye is being planned.


Many tourists and travelers come to our native krai to admire the nature and the wonders.

Vladivostok
Everything is from the sea in Vladivostok, so there are streets with such names as Matrosskaya, Morskaya. It is one of the most interesting and colourful cities in Russia. Its buildings climb the hillsides dropping to the sea. The sea makes Vladivostok unforgettable: the city is open to the salty ocean winds on all sides.


Vladivostok is more than 135 years old. It was in June 1860 when the military ship „Mantchzur" arrived at the bay Zolotoy Rog. Some hours passed and soon there was a state Russian flag in the centre of the city. So the post Vladivostok was founded and in future it became a great port and fortress at the Pacific Ocean.

There were 4163 people when Vladivostok was 18 years old, 40 per cent of the population were American people, Englishmen, Germans. Now there are more than 584 thousand people.

Before Revolution Vladivostok was one of the richest cities in Russia. Today it is an industrial, cultural, administrative, transport, scientific centre of Primorye, one of the greatest ports of our country on the Pacific Oсеаn.

Vladivostok occupies the whole southern part of the Muravyov - Amursky Peninsula. The downtown area is situated at the shores of the Golden  Horn  Bay, well protected from strong winds. It is a deep and convenient harbour for ocean - going vessels. 

Bosphorus the Eastern Strait links two gulfs together - the Amursky and the Ussuriisky - and separates the Russian Island from the mainland. Here are the „sea-gates" to Vladivostok.

The work and life of every fifth citizen of the city are connected with the sea. It is difficult to find a city with so many monuments to sailors as Vladivostok, because the first people who came here were from the sea The monuments to admiral Makarov, Neveiskoy are well known to the people of the city. The main enterprises of the city are also connected with the sea, such as the great plant „Dalzavod", fishing and sea ports, many food enter​prises. 

Vladivostok is a city of students. The High Mari​time College ( Institute) by Makarov, the Academy by Neveiskoy, the Far Eastern University and many other institutes, universities, colleges are known all over the Far East.

It is also a great cultural centre of Primorye. There are some theatres, cinemas, museums, philarmonic soci​eties, a circus, some exhibition halls and other interest​ing places.
There are many sights here and, of course, the very one is the monument to Admiral G.I.Nevelskoy. It was opened ceremoniously with the military parade in Octo​ber 26, 1877. The Admiral was the great traveller who made some remarkable contribution, to the modern geo​graphical knowledge - he was the first to prove that Sakhalin is an island. If you come to Vladivostok by train you will see a milestone with the figure 9,288 km. Nowhere else in the world you can see such a figure on a milestone measuring the distance between a capital and its terminus. The last meters of the Trans-Siberian railroad go through the coastal line of Vladivostok. 

One can tell a lot about this beautiful city, but still it is better to see it by yourself, to walk the waterfront, to roam the Pokrovsky Park alleys, to stand near the monuments, to enjoy its gulfs.

The Main Towns of Pimorye
Arsenyev is one of the young Primorye towns. It is named after Vladimir K. Arsenyev, a famous explorer, scientist and writer. Today the town has developed aircraft, engineering, metal working, forest and wood working, construction material.

The town of Aryom lies in the northern part of the peninsula of Muravyov-Amursky. At first it was a little settlement of miners that appeared in this area rich in coal. In 1932 the construction of the Artyom hydroelectric station was started.

The town of Bolshoy Kamen lies in the South of Primorye, in the western part of the Ussuriisk Bay. The most developed industry is ship repairing, fish processing enterprises including a marine product factory. 


The Dalnegorsk District lies in the central part of the Sikhote-Alin range. The ice-free sea port, that is of Rudnaya Pristan, offers favourable conditions for cooperation with the Asia Pacific countries.The administrative centre of the district is the town of Dalnegorsk.

The town of Dalnerechensk was founded in 1917. Wood-working and food industries are basic branches of the local economic activities.


The history of Lesozavodsk goes back to 1894, when colonists from Kiev, Chernigov and Poltava Gubernias settled on the picturesque bank of the taiga river Ussuri. Lesozavodsk is a centre of the wood-working industry.


Nakhodka is the second important town of Primorye. It has a developed infrastructure and is connected with other regions of Russia by railways, highways and ship lines. Basic industries are marine navigation, ship-repairing and fish-processing.


In the valley of the Partizanskaya River surrounded by the picturesque hills, there lies a town of Partizansk. Before the 60s, it was known as the town of coal miners. Today it is one of the industrial, cultural and educational centres of Primorye.

The history of Ussuriisk began in 1866. After Russo-Japanese War of 1904-1905 it became one of the most important commercial and economic centres of  the Russian Far East. Ussuriisk is a cultural and educational centre of Primorye. It is also a great transport route of Primorye.


The Khorol District lies in the western part of Primorye and borders on the Mikhailovka, Pogranichnoye, Khanka and Chernigovka Districts. Natural and climate conditions, as well as the relief of the district, determine its being one of the largest agricultural districts of Primorye.


The Yaroslavsky Integrated Mining and Dressing Works is the largest producer of fluorite concentrate in the Russian Federation. Unique fluorite deposits – one of the world’s largest – along with zinc deposits provide necessary resources for large-scale production and processing. Originally it was founded in 1950 as the Yaroslavsky Tin Plant. The tin concentrator was up and running by 1953. The renovation of the concentrating factory completed in 1964 was followed by the launching of the first stage of fluorite concentrator. Steady development of the Yaroslavsky Integrated Mining and Dressing Works resulted in a record 341,000 tons of fluorite concentrate produced in 1988. Today the Yaroslavsky Integrated Mining and Dressing Works unites over 1700 workers. It is a powerful mining and processing facility employing up-to-date technology and know-how. It enjoys lasting partnerships both inside and outside Russia.
