Linux is an operating system, which today is virtually the only alternative replacement of Windows from Microsoft. Linux takes its origin from 1991, when a young programmer from Finland, Linus Torvalds started working on the very first version of the system. 

Free of charge. Installing Linux, you get a set of thousands of free programs. Although they are not as familiar as Windows-program, but totally functional.

Reliability. Correct functioning of the hardware of your PC will run Linux boxes for years without a reboot and hangs. A Reset button never need it.

Security. In Linux, there are almost no viruses. The very construction of the operating system eliminates the work of malware. And for this you can do without antivirus software, computer hindering and interfering work. You do not need all the time to update anti-virus database and check the hard drive for viruses, losing valuable time.

Configurability and control. In general, you should not look for drivers for the hardware. Most often, device manufacturers do not write drivers. Therefore, third parties have written their own drivers and include them directly into the distribution

Governmental and educational institutions, companies and other organizations throughout the world radically revise their attitudes and stereotypes about the operating system, switching from Microsoft Windows to Linux.

The reasons for migrating to Linux are the following

 -The code of Linux is an open system, can be freely modified and distributed, even on a commercial basis.   

 -In "Linux" almost never fatal crashes occur, after which you need to reboot your computer. 

-The choice of Linux distributions impressive - hundreds of versions, each endowed with its own specific characteristics. Moreover, all systems are compatible with each other. All this allows the user to select the version that suits him most. 

-Linux is known for its excellent compatibility with other operating systems. For example, the "Penguin" can easily be read, write, copy, delete, and perform other actions with files located on your hard drive where you installed Windows.

But there are some disadvantages

-Number of games for Linux for several tens of times are smaller than on Windows, and the number of programs of high quality, you can count on your fingers. 

-The final flaw in Linux, it is difficult to learn the operating system. Most of the operations that Windows has done for you in this operating system is done manually. 

-Significantly worse than the platform of Windows, hardware support, especially external, such as, for example, printers or USB devices. The situation is quite real when you can not use some equipment under Linux.

-Unavailable text loader, if your PC is not supported by video. 

-Incorrect keyboard installation as you begin your work.

-Archive Manager understands not all archive formats.
