	1. Michael Lomonosov, the great Russian scientist and poet, was a son of a fisherman.
	1. He formulated the law of conservation of matter and motion.

	2. He studied at the Slavonic – Greek – Latin Academy in Moscow.
	2. N.I. Lobachevsky was a great Russian mathematician.

	3. Lomonosov founded our first university, the Moscow University.
