 This place is famous for the monument to Admiral Nelson. The most splendid four bronze lions sit proudly around it. On the left the National Gallery is situated.

(Trafalgar Square)

(St. Paul’s Cathedral)

(The Tower of London)

It is the oldest and the most important church in England. The coronations of all British monarchs have taken place here since 1066 and many kings and queens, writers, poets, musicians and scientists are buried there.
